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Average (median) family income i n  t h e  
United S t a t e s  w a s  estimated a t  $5,000 i n  1957, 
o r  about 4 percent higher than i n  1956, ac- 
cording t o  estimates re leased today by t h e  
Bureau of t h e  Census, Department of Commerce. 
pwever ,  t h i s  $200 gain  inmoney income between 
1956 and 1957 probably represented no s i g n i f i -  

cant change in purchasing power f o r  t h e  average 
family, s i n c e  p r i c e s  a l s o  rose  s u b s t a n t i a l l y  
dur ing t h i s  period .' 

The average income of nonfarm fami l i es  

r o s e  by about 3 percent over t h e  year,  l a r g e l y  
because of f u r t h e r  increases  i n  wage r a t e s  i n  
most indus t r i e s .  I n  t h e  case of t h e  farm pop- 
u la t ion ,  o the r  evidence ind ica tes  t h a t  a r i s e  
i n  income over t h e  year was due p a r t l y  t o  in-  
creased earnings from nonfarm work. A grow- 
ing  number of farm fami l i es  de r ive  a t  l e a s t  
p a r t  of t h e i r  income from employment o f f  t h e  
farm. 

Of t h e  Nation's 44 mi l l ion  fami l i e s ,  
about 4 mi l l ion ,  o r  one-tenth, received in- 
comes of $10,000 o r  more and an add i t iona l  18 
mi l l ion ,+  o r  two-f i f ths ,  had incomes ranging 

between $5,000 and $10,000. At t h e  other  end 
of t h e  income sca le ,  6* mil l ion ,  or  15  percent ,  

The Cohwner Price Index of the Department of 
Labor averaged 116.2 in 1956 and 120.2 in 1957. 

had incomes under $2,000.. The remaining 1* 
mi l l ion  were i n  t h e  $2,000-to-$5,000 bracket. 
The d i s t r i b u t i o n  of f ami l i e s  (groups of two o r  
more r e l a t e d  persons) by t h e i r  income i n  1957 
i s  shown i n  t a b l e  A. 

Sharp r i s e s  were recorded by year-round 
workers. Men who worked a f u l l  year had an 
average income of $4,700--a gain  of about 
$260, o r  6 percent ,  over t h e  previous year. 
Women who worked around t h e  year  hadanaverage 
income of $3,000--a gain  of about $175, o r  
6 percent ,  over t h e  year  before.

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Cne-fourth of t h e  men and two-f i f ths  of 
t h e  wonen with  income i n  1957 worked l e s s  than 
50 weeks during t h e  year. Unemployment was 
t h e  most important reason f o r  part-year work 
among men, accounting f o r  two-f i f ths  of those  
who worked l e s s  than a f u l l  year. Only one- 
seventh of t h e  women who worked l e s s  than 
year-round did s o  because of unemployment, 
however.

The f a c t s  t h a t  
many farm workers do not pay r e n t  f o r  t h e i r  
l i v i n g  quar te r s  and t h a t  many rece ive  an im-  
portant pa r t  of t h e i r  income i n  t h e  form of 
goods produced and conswed on t h e  farm ra the r  
than i n  money should be taken i n t o  consider- 
a t i o n  i n  comparing t h e  income of farm and non- 
farm res idents .  

The median income is  t h e  amount which 
d i v i d e s t h e d i s t r i b u t i o n  i n t o  two equal groups, 
one having incomes above t h e  median and t h e  
other  having incomes below t h e  median. I n  
comparing median income d a t a  f o r  1957 with  
those  f o r  previous years ,  account should be 
taken of t h e  f a c t  t h a t  changes i n  income were 
accompanied by changes i n  pr ices .  Therefore,  
an increase  or  decrease i n  income between 
selected years does not necessa r i ly  represent  
a s imi la r  change i n  economic well-being. 

Since t h e  es t imates  i n  t h i s  repor t  a r e  
based on a sample, they a r e  sub jec t tosampl ing  
v a r i a b i l i t y .  P a r t i c u l a r  ca re  should be exer- 
cised i n  the  i n t e r p r e t a t i o n  of f igures  based 
on r e l a t i v e l y  small numbers of cases a s  wel l  
a s  small d i f fe rences  between f igures .  Uore- 
over, a s  i n  a l l  f i e l d  surveys of income, t h e  
f igures  a r e  subject t o  e r r o r s  of response and 
nonreporting.

'--- .rage family income continued upward i n  
hough t h e  increase  was smaller than 

t i o w  year. The median income f o r  

a l l  fami l i e s  was estimated a t  $ 5 , 0 0 0 ~  i n  1957.1r7) 
about $200, o r  4 percent,  above t h e  1956 aver- 
age. Between 1955 and 1956, average family 
income had r i s e n  by about $360, o r  8 percent. 
This was one of t h e  l a r g e s t  annual increases  , 
recorded s ince  t h e  end of World War 11. 

The median income of nonfarm fami l i es  was 
$5,200 i n  1957. This median, which has beel 
r i s i n g  f a i r l y  s t e a d i l y  s ince  t h e  end of World 
W a r  11, was $170 higher  than a year e a r l i e r  
and $2,000 higher  than i n  1947. I n  con t ras t ,  
t h e  median money income of rural-farm fami- 
l i e s - - a t  $2,500--was only $500, o r  25 percent,  
higher than i n  1947. 

Although t h e  monetary incomes of nonfam 
fami l i es  increased i n  1957, t h e i r  purchasing 
power probably did  not change s i n c e  p r ices  
a l s o  r o s e  s u b s t a n t i a l l y  over the  year. Never- 
t h e l e s s ,  1957 was t h e  t h i r d  successive year i n  
t h e  postwar period i n  which t h e  average pur- 
chasing power of nonfarm fami l i es  appears t o  
have exceeded s i g n i f i c a n t l y  t h e  World War 11 
l e v e l  ( f i g u r e  1 ) .

PERSOIJliL INCOMXS AT A PEAK I N  1957 DESPITY 
BUSINESS DOWNTURit 

I n  1957, t h e  average  income of Zen was a t  
a peak of $3,700, d e s p i t e  t h e  bus iness  down- 
t u r n  i n  t h e  second hal f  of  1957. This  was due 
l a r g e l y  t o  t h e  continued r i s e  i n  wage r a t e s  i n  
most i n d u s t r i e s .  The 1957 average  was more 

than double t h e  l e v e l  a t t a i n e d  by xen a t  t h e  
c l o s e  of World War I1 ($1,800 i n  1945).  The 
propor t ion  of men whose incoxes were $6,000 
and over  r o s e  froin only  2 percent  i n  1945 t o  
1 8  percent  i n  1957. 

Among women wi th  incoae ,  t h e  average  
(median) incoae was 41,200 i n  1957. S ince  
1945, t h e  average income ofwoaen has  increased 
by $300, a g a i n  of about 33 percent  over t h e  
12-year period.  Although wage r a t e s  have in -  
creased sha rp ly  f o r  women, t h e i r  e f f e c t  on 
average income has been sonewhat o f f s e t  by an  
i n c r e a s e  i n  t h e  propor t ion  of women who work 
in t e rmi t t en t lyandwhose  annual  earnings  the re -  
f o r e  tend t o  be low.

SHARP INCREASES RECORDED BY YEAR-ROUND 
FULL-TIME WORKERS 

Comparatively sharp  ga ins  were r e g i s t e r e d  
by year-round workers. Men who worked a t f u l l -  
t ime jobs f o r  50 weeks o r  more had a n  average 
income of $4,700, a g a i n  o f  about $260, o r  
6 percen t ,  over t h e  previous  year.  I n  con- 
t r a s t ,  men wi th  l e s s  t h a n  a f u l l  yea r ' s  em- 
ployment had an  average income of $2,000 i n  
both years .  Among women, year-round fu l l - t ime  
workers had a median income of $3,000 i n  1957, 

a g a i n  of about $175, o r  6 percen t ,  over t h e  
previous  year ,  whereas t h e  average income of 
o the r  women workers was about t h e  same ($900) 
i n  each year. As might be expected,  t h e  mone- 
t a r y  income of persons who d i d  not  work a t  a l l  
but depended e n t i r e l y  upon pensions,  d i v i -  
dends, pub l i c  a s s i s t a n c e , o r o t h e r  such sources  
was not  a f f e c t e d  by inc reased  unemployment and 
cutbacka i n  t h e  workweek i n  most i n d u s t r i e s .  
I n  both yea r s ,  t h e  median income of nonworkers 
w i th  income was about $1,000 f o r  men and about 
$600 f o r  women. 



INCOIMES DIFFER BY EXTENT OF EMPLOY!ENT 

About f o u r - f i f t h s  of t h e  53  m i l l i o n  men 
wi th  income i n  1957 were employed a t  fu l l - t ime  
jobs,  t h a t  i s ,  jobs g e n e r a l l y  providing a t  
l e a s t  35 hours  of work p e r  week. The median 
income of t h e s e  men was $4,300, a s  compared 
w i t h  $800 f o r  men who worked only  a t  par t - t ime 
jobs,  and $1,000 f o r  t h o s e  who were income 
r e c i p i e n t s  but d i d  no t  work a t  a l l  du r ing  t h e  
yea r  because they  were r e t i r e d  o r  d i sab led  o r  
f o r  o t h e r  reasons  ( t a b l e  B ) .  Three-fourths of 
t h e  men who were employed a t  f u l l - t i m e  jobs 
worked 50 weeks o r  more du r ing  t h e  year.  As 
might be expected,  t h e s e  men had h ighe r  i n -  
comes, o n t h e  average,  t han  d i d  o t h e r  fu l l - t ime  
workers,  among whom t h e  medien ranged from 
$600 f o r  t h o s e  who worked l e s s  t h a n  3 months 
du r ing  t h e  yea r  t o  $4,100 f o r  t hose  who were 
employed f o r  11 months. 

A somewhat similar p a t t e r n  of income by 
ex ten t  of employment occurs  among women. About 
one-half of t h e  33 m i l l i o n  women wi th  income 
worked at  f u l l - t i m e  jobs. The i r  average  in-  
come was $2,200, i n  c o n t r a s t  t o  t h e  $500 re-  
ce ived by women who worked a t  par t - t ime jobs 
and $600 f o r  t h o s e  who were income r e c i p i e n t s  
but d id  no t  work a t  a l l .  Most of t h e  women 
who worked a t  f u l l - t i m e  jobs were employed 50 
weeks o r  more du r ing  t h e  year.  The median in -  
come of t h e s e  women ($3,000) was h igher  t h a n  
t h a t  of o t h e r  women who worked a t  f u l l - t i m e  
jobs,  w i th  medians t h a t  ranged from $400 f o r  
t h o s e  who worked l e s s  t han  3 months dur ing  t h e  
year  t o  $2,300 f o r  t h o s e  who worked 11 months.

These d i f f e r e n c e s ,  how- 
eve r ,  mainly r e f l e c t e d  v a r i a t i o n s  i n  t h e  aver- 
age  amount of working t ime  l o s t  dur ing  t h e  
yea r  b e c a u s e o f d i f f e r e n t  f a c t o r s .  The h ighes t  
incomes among par t -year  workers were rece ived 
by t h o s e  who were appa ren t ly  w i l l i n g  t o  t a k e  
"t ime o f f "  from t h e i r  jobs without pay (on  t h e  
average  $4,100 f o r  men and $2,400 f o r  women).

During the  p a s t  decade, t h e  income of 
World War I1 ve te rans  has  increased more rap- 
i d l y  than t h a t  of nonveterans. I n  1947, 
s h o r t l y  a f t e r  t h e  end of World War 11, t h e  
median income of ve te rans  i n  t h e  25-to-34-year 
age bracket  (which included a ma jo r i ty  of t h e  
veterans)  was s l i g h t l y  lower than t h a t  of non- 
veterans  in  t h e  same age group.
