Description of Table 3.

This table shows for the state the population indicating race alone (column 1) and the population indicating race in
combination only (column 3), which together add to the population indicating race alone or in combination (column 5).
For example, the number of individuals indicating Asian alone (column 1) plus the number indicating Asian in
combination only (column 3) equals the number indicating Asian alone or in combination (column 5).

The population for a race alone (column 1) and the population for a race alone or in combination (column 5)

provide a “minimum-maximum” range for the population of that race.

The numbers are not counts
in which each person is included once and only once. The number of race responses is shown in italics.
