· Five fields are carried over from the geographic header file into each data file. 

· These fields are file identification (FILEID) uSF1UR, characteristic iteration (CHARITER), characteristic iteration file sequence number (CIFSN) and logical record number (LOGRECNO). 


■  These five fields appear in the geographic header record are in a fixed field format.  

· These five fields appear in the data file in a comma delimited format.  

· These five fields are used to “match” records in the data file for a particular      characteristic iteration to the geographic information in the geoheader.

· Summary File 1 (SF1) Supplement FTP directory is at ftp2.census.gov/census_2000/datasets/Summary_File_1_Supplement . 

·  Each state directory provides all files available for the identified state. 

·  The directory for each state has a geographic header file and 1 data file. 

· The files are in a flat ASCII format.

· No software is provided.

· Downloading multiple files

· UNIX environment—“mget” subcommand allows transfer of multiple files using the wildcard character. 

■  Example:  ftp> prompt off

ftp>mget ne*  (for this example, Nebraska is selected). 
· Windows Environment—many FTP products have been developed which have the capability to download multiple files with a single command.
