For EEO, all tables with 479 occupation categories should be shown only for areas with a 
population of 100,000 or more.  There must be at least 3 unweighted cases for each 
category of Citizenship by Race/Ethnicity by Sex in every table for the data to be shown 
(zeros are acceptable).  Otherwise the categories must be collapsed or data must be 
suppressed and complementary suppression must be applied.  The data will be rounded as 
all ACS special tabulations. 
 
For Disability, in tables 2-6, the data should only be shown for CBSAs, counties, and 
county sets with a population of 50,000 or more.  There must be at least 3 unweighted 
cases for each category of Disability by Citizenship by Race/Ethnicity by Sex in every 
table for the data to be shown (zeros are acceptable).  Otherwise the categories must be 
collapsed or data must be suppressed and complementary suppression must be applied.  
The data will be rounded as all ACS special tabulations.
