Seetion references on the right-hand side of each page indicate where da
the report cited appear in the Statistical Abstract. Winelge both current reportgaaﬁgrg
summary volume are cited, the section reference of

ten appears opposite the summ
volume only. Reference to the sections indicated will enable El?e user to ascertili'xyx
the type of information presented in the original source. It should not be assumed

that all of the subjects from the original source are summarized in the Absiract.

Publications listed under each subject are divided into two main groups: “United
States Government” and “Other.” ‘The location of the publisher of each report is
given except for Federal governmental agencies located in Washington.

Major reports, such as the Census of Population, which consist of many volumes,
are listed by their general, all-inclusive titles. Specific volume numbers and subtitles
of the major census publications are listed on pp. 987-990.

Note.—In April 1961, the economie research and statistical reporting functions of
the Department of Agriculture were reorganized, affecting the Agricultural Marketing
Service, the Agricultural Research Service, and the Foreign Agricultural Service.
Some of the worlk formerly conducted in parts of these three services has been brought
together in two agencies, the Economic Research Service and the Statistieal Reporting
Service.
