Forests and Forest Products

This section presents basic statistics on the area and ownership of commercia
forest land, and on the annual growth, cut, and volume of timber on this land; forestry
statistics covering the national forests and Forest Service cooperative programs;
product statistics for lumber, pulpwood, wood pulp, paper and board, turpentine,
rosin, and veneer logs; and other similar data.

The principal sources of these data are Timber Trends in the Uniled Staies, issued
in 1965 by the Forest Service of the Department of Agriculture, and The Demand
and Price Situation for Forest Products, National Forest System, and Forest Fire Sta-
tistics, issued annually by the Forest Service; and reports of the quinquennial Census
of Manufactures and the monthly and quarterly Current Industrial Reports, issued
by the Bureau of the Census. Additional information in this field is published in
the Annual Report of the National Forest Reservation Commission, the dnnual
Naval Stores Report of the Department of Agriculture’s Statistical Reporting Service,
the monthly Survey of Current Business of the Office of Business Economics, and the
monthly Fingertip Facts and Figures of the National Forest Products Association,
Washington, D.C.

The Bureau of the Census also collects statistics on foreign trade of forest products.
The Bureau of Labor Statistics publishes monthly and annual statistics of wholesale
Iumber prices. Information on the domestic movement of forest products is collected
by the Interstate Commerce Commission and the Association of American Railroads.

The completeness and reliability of statistics on forests and forest products vary
considerably. The data for forest land area and stand are, of course, much more
reliable for areas which have been surveyed than for those which have not been sur-
veyed. Estimates of fire damage or causes of fires are not completely reliable, although
forest fire statistics for Federal lands are considered much better than those for private
lands. In the field of forest products, much more data are available for lumber
production and other manufactured products such as veneer and plywood, pulp and
paper, naval stores, etc., than for the primary forest produets such as poles and plhng,
fuelwood, and fence posts

Section 25
Fisheries

This section presents statistics relating to quantity, value, species, and disposition
of fish caught for commercial purposes, and to fishery products. The prinoipal sources
of such data are the annual report, Fishery Statistics of the United States, and the
monthly and annual bulletins in the Current Fishery Statistics series published by the
Fish and Wildlife Service of the Department of the Interior.

The Fish and Wildlife Service conducts annual surveys of the fishery industries-
Results from the surveys include data on the quantity and value of the catch of
individual species of fish, employment in fisheries, gear operated, fishing and trans-
porting craft used, employment in wholesale and manufacturing establishments, and
the volume and value of production of manufactured fishery products. In addition,
the reports include data on imports, exports, freezings, and cold storage holdings of
fishery products; and monthly landings in most coastal States, and in Ohio, Michigan,
and Wisconsin. Information is also collected covering shad fisheries of the Hudson
and Potomac Rivers; alewife fisheries of the Potomac; seed oyster fisheries; Pacific
Coast halibut fisheries; New England offshore fisheries; South Atlantic and Gulf
shrimp fisheries; the fur seal industry of the Pribilof Islands; and the Pacific Coast
whaling mdustry

The first comprehensive survey of fisheries and ﬁshery industries of the United
States was made for the year 1880, although it did not include the Mississippi River
and its tributaries. A complete survey of the United States was conducted in 1908
by the Bureau of the Census and again in 1931 by the Bureau of Fisheries, then in
the Department of Commerce. Various sections of the country have been surveyed
from time to time. A complete survey of all sections, including manufacturing and
wholesaling operations, was made for 1950. Beginning in 1954, complete data have
been collected annually, except for a portion of the Mississippi River and its
tributaries in 1961.

A report on the 1963 Census of Commercial Fisheries was released by the Bureau
of the Census in 1966. It presents statistics on the number of commercial fishing
operators, receipts from fishing activities, employment, vessels operated, value of
catch, and fishing gear.

Section 26

Mining and Mineral Products

This section presents statistics relating to the mineral industries and mineral
products. The data are arranged in four broad groupings: General summary statistics,
fuels, nonmetals other than fuels, and metals. Summary measures of production and
employment are presented for mining and its products. More detailed data on value
and quantity of production, prices, imports and exports, consumption, and distribution
are shown for specific mineral industries and products.

The principal source of these data is the Minerals Yearbook, published by the Bureau
of Mines, Department of the Interior. It consists of volume I-II, Metals, Minerals,
and Fuels; volume III, Area Reporis—Domestic; and volume IV, Area Reports—
International. Other government sources are the Census of Mineral Industries, con-
ducted every 5 years by the Bureau of the Census; Statistics of Oil Pipe Line Com-~
panies, issued annually by the Interstate Commerce Commission as Part 6 of Trans-
port Statistics: and the Bureau of the Mint’s Annual Report of the Director, which
presents data on gold and silver. Non-government sources include the Engineering
and Mining Journal, issued monthly by the McGraw-Hill Publishing Co., New York,
and The Iron Age, issued weekly by the Chilton Co., Philadelphia.

Mineral statistics, with principal emphasis on commodity detail, have been col-
lected by the United States Geological Survey or by the Bureau of Mines since 1880.
Current data available from Bureau of Mines publications include quantity and value
of minerals produced, sold or used by producers, or shipped; quantity of minerals
stocked; crude materials treated and prepared minerals recovered; and consumption
of mineral raw materials. The Bureau of Mines also collects and publishes data on
man-hours, active days, length of shift, and accidents.

Decennial censuses of mineral industries were conducted by the Bureau of the
Census from 1840 to 1940. Censuses were taken again for the years 1954, 1958, 1963,
and 1967. The 1963 census is the most recent for which complete data are available.
The censuses provide, for the various types of mineral establishments, information
on operating costs, capital expenditures, and labor, equipment, and energy require-
ments in relation to their value of shipments and other receipts. Commodity statistics
on many of the manufactured mineral produets are also collected by the Bureau at
monthly, quarterly, or annual intervals and issued in its Current I ndustrial Reports
series.

Data on mining and mineral products may also be found in other sections of this
Abstract. For example, data on iron and steel, aluminum and magnesium, copper
produets, clay products, and other manufactured mineral products appear in section
28, Manufactures; and summary data for outlying areas of the United States appear
in section 31.

In general, figures shown in the individual commodity tables include data for
outlying areas, and may therefore not agree with summary table 1014. Except for
crude petroleum, the export and import figures include foreign trade passing through
the customs districts of Alaska, Hawaii, and Puerto Rico, but cxclude shipments
between conterminous United States and outlying areas.

Section 27

Construction and Housing

This section presents various measures of construction activity and costs; housing
units; housing values, facilities, and structural characteristics; and residential
financing.

The principal sources of these data are the monthly Construction Reports series
(see below) and reports of the decennial Census of Housing published by the Bureau
of the Census; and the monthly Construction Review, published by the Business and
Defense Services Administration. Other sources include the monthly Dodge Construction
Contract Statistics Services of F. W. Dodge Division, MeGraw-Hill Information Systems
Company, which presents State data on construction contracts; the Engineering News-
Record, issued weekly by McGraw-Hill Publications, which contains figures on con-
struction costs; various statistical reports and records of the Department of Housing
and Urban Development; and the Annual Report of the Federal Home Loan Bank
Board, which presents home mortgage data. Data on characteristics of vacant housing
units are collected by the Bureau of the Census and presented quarterly in its Current
Housing Reports.

Construction.—Monthly statistics on the start of construction of total, single-
family, and multifamily housing units in housekeeping residential buildings are
published in Construction Reports: Housing Starts. Quarterly information is presented
on number of units in multifamily buildings by number of floors and by number of
bedrooms. The statistics are derived from monthly sample surveys. Historical data
on housing starts and building permits appear in Housing Construction Statistics, 1899
to 1964, issued by the Bureau of the Census in 1966.

Monthly statistics supplemented by additional quarterly data on the number of
new one-family homes sold and for sale, and annual statistics giving characteristics of
new homes sold, contractor-built homes, and owner-built and rental homes, compiled
by the Bureau of the Census under the sponsorship of the Department of Housing and
Urban Development, are published in Construction Reporis: Housing Sales. Statistics
are based on samples of homes authorized by building permits and of homes started
in areas without permit systems.

Monthly estimates of the value of construction put in place appear in the Bureau
of the Census series, Construction Reports: Consiruction Activity, and in Value of New
Construction Put in Place: 1962-1966.

A composite construction cost index is prepared by the Bureau of the Census and
published monthly in Construction Reports: Value of New Construction Put in Place.

Monthly and annual statistics on housing units authorized by building permits
and on nonresidential construction authorized by building permits are produced by
the Bureau of the Census. The data on housing units appear in Construction Eeports:
Building Permits; those on nonresidential construction appear in Construction Review.

Quarterly and annual statistics on expenditures for residential additions, alterations,
repairs, maintenance, and replacements are published quarterly and annually in
Construction Reports: Residential Alterations and Repairs. Statistics are based on
expenditures reported by owners of a sample of single and multifamily properties,
including nonfarm and farm, privately and publicly owned, owner and renter occupied,
and vacant housing units.

Housing.—From 1850 through 1930, the Bureau of the Census collected some
housing data in conjunction with Censuses of Population and Agriculture. Beginning
in 1940, full-fledged Censuses of Housing have been taken at 10-year intervals. The
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most recent census, taken as of April 1, 1960, provided data on occupancy and struc-
tural characteristics, condition, plumbing facilities, equipment, fuels, and finaneing.
It also included data on components of inventory change (new construction, conversion,
merger, demolition, and other gains and losses) for 1950-60 and 1957-60.

Estimates based on evaluation studies of the 1950 and 1960 censuses indicate a net
undercount of about 2.3 percent for occupied housing units in 1950 and about 2.0
percent in 1960. Both studies indicated there were problems relating to the coverage
of vacant units and, therefore, information on the undercount for the vacant portion
of the housing inventory is not shown. The estimates of net coverage errors for occupied
units for 1950 an 1960 are not strietly comparable due to such factors as differences
in timing, procedures, and change in the unit of enumeration. The census data have
not been adjusted to reflect the estimated undercount.

Housing units.—In general, a housing unit is a group of rooms or a single room
occupied or intended for occupancy as separate living quarters, that is, the occupants
do not live and eat with any other persons in the structure, and there is either (1)
direct access from the outside or through a common hall, or (2) a kitchen or cooking
equipment for the exclusive use of the occupants. Transient accommodations (tourist
courts, hotels, ete.), barracks for workers (railroad, construction, etc.), and institu-
tional-type quarters are not included in the housing-unit inventory.

Residential financing.—The collection of detailed statistics on residential mortgages
began in 1890. As part of the 1920 and 1940 censuses, mortgage questions were asked
of owners who occupied their own homes. In 1950, the census included a separate
survey on residential financing, covering nonfarm residential mortgaged properties,
both owner and renter. As part of the 1956 National Housing Inventory, data were
collected on the financing of owner-occupied nonfarm properties. In 1960, the Resi~
dential Finance Survey program of the Census of Housing covered financing of both
home owner and rental properties and characteristics of nonmortgaged as well as
mortgaged properties.

Data on home mortgages and foreclosures, based largely on reports from major
holders, are provided by the Federal Home Loan Bank Board. The Federal Housing
Administration compiles, from its records, data on its real estate financial operations,
such as volume of mortgages insured, type of lending institution, ete. The Veterans
Administration also compiles, from its records, data on amounts and types of loans.

Section 28

Manufactures

This section presents measures of the manufacturing segment of the economy and
jts component inputs and outputs. The input data include figures for establishments;
employment and wages; raw materials, fuels, and electricity consumed; plant and
equipment expenditures; and water use. The output data include figures for value
and quantity of production and shipments; and value added by manufacture. Both
types of data are shown for manufacturing as a whole, for major product groups,
and for specific selected products.

The principal sources of these data are the Bureau of the Census reports of the
quinquennial Census of Manufactures; the Annual Survey of Manufactures; and the
Current Industrial Reports series, which presents monthly, quarterly, or annual data
on production, shipments, and stocks for particular commodities. Indexes of industrial
production are presented monthly in the Federal Reserve Board’s Federal Reserve
Bulletin. Reports on current activities of industries, or current movements of indi-
vidual commodities, are also compiled by such government agencies as Bureau of
Labor Statistics, Statistical Reporting Service of the Department of Agriculture,
Business and Defense Services Administration, Fish and Wildlife Service, Tariff
Commission, and Internal Revenue Service; and by private research or trade associ-
ations such as the American Iron and Steel Institute, The National Canners Associ-
ation, and the National Association of Hosiery Manufacturers.

Data on financial operations and intercorporate relations of manufacturing cor-
porations are collected from time to time by the Securities and Exchange Commission,
the Tariff Commission, and the Federal Trade Commission. Financial statistics for
certain manufacturing industries in the form of balance sheets, profit and loss state-
ments, analyses of sales and expenses, lists of subsidiaries, and types and amounts of
security issues are summarized and published for the leading corporations registered
with the Securities and Exchange Commission. The Tariff Commission publishes
commodity surveys which cover economic and competitive aspects of production,
distribution, and international trade in selected important industries. The Federal
Trade Commission has made several comprehensive studies of individual industries.

Censuses and anntal surveys.—The first Census of Manufactures covered the year
1809. Thereafter, a census was taken at 10-year intervals to 1899, with the exception
of 1829. It was conducted at 5-year intervals from 1904 through 1919, and at 2-year
intervals from 1921 through 1939. Tt was suspended during the war period until
the 1947 census. Thereafter, censuses were taken covering 1954, 1958, 1963, and
1967.

The Annual Survey of Manufactures, conducted for the first time in 1949, carries
forward, for the intercensal years, measures of manufacturing activity covered in
detail by the quinquennial Census of Manufactures. It provides statistics on em-
ployment, payrolls, value added by manufacture, inventories, and new capital
expenditures for industry groups, individual industries, geographic divisions, States,
and large standard metropolitan statigtical areas.

The most recent annual survey is based on a sample of about 60,000 of an approxi-
mate total of 300,000 manufacturing establishments. It comprises all large plants,
which account for approximately two-thirds of total manufacturing employment in
the United States, and a representative selection of the more numerous small plants.
Government-owned and -operated establishments are excluded. )

Establishments and classification.— The Census of Manufactures for 1947 through
1963 covered operating manufacturing establishments as defined in the Standard

711
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Industrial Classification Manual issued by the Bureau of the Budget. Reports were
required from all establishments employing one or more persons at any time during
the census year. In the 1967 census, reports were required only from establishments
with 10 or more employees and establishments operated by multi-establishment
companies. Data for single unit companies with less than 10 employees were estimated
on the basis of Government administrative records and industry averages. Each of
the establishments tabulated was classified in one of the more than 400 manufacturing
industries as defined by the Standard Industrial Classification system. This system
defines an industry as a number of establishments producing a single product or a
closely related group of products. An establishment is classified in a particular industry
if its production of this produet or product group exceeds in value its production of any
other produet group. In a few instances, the industry classification of an establishment
is determined not only by its product group but also by the processes employed in
making the products.

Final reports of the 1958 Census of Manufactures present data based on the classi-
fications in the 1957 edition of the Standard Indusirial Classification Manual and
include 1954 data converted to the same basis. Selected industries were reclassified
for the 1963 census. Wherever possible, the corresponding 1958 data were revised to
a comparable basis. Because of the revisions in classification, 1954, 1958, and 1963
census data for some industries and industry groups are not comparable with figures
for prior years. The 1967 edition of the Standard Industrial Classification Manual,
issued in early 1967, was used for the 1967 census.

While some establishments produce only the products of the industry in which
they are classified, it rarely happens that all the establishments in an industry spe-
cialize to that extent. The statistics on employment, payrolls, value added, inven-
tories, and expenditures, therefore, reflect not only the primary activities of the
establishments in that industry but also activities of a secondary nature. For
this reason the industry statistics usually cannot be directly related to statistics on
the total shipments of products primary to the industry.

The censuses for 1947 through 1967 were conducted on an establishment basis.
The term “‘establishment’’ signifies a single physical plant site or factory. It is not
necessarily identical with the business unit or company, which may consist of one or
more establishments. A company operating establishments at more than one location
is required to submit a separate report for each location. An establishment engaged
in distinetly different lines of activity and maintaining separate payroll and inventory
records is also required to submit separate reports.

The basic statistical measures of manufacturing activity, such as employment,
payrolls, value added, etc., are defined in essentially the same way for the annual
surveys as for the Census of Manufactures. Consequently, these series may be
considered comparable, except for the changes brought about by the revisions in the
industry classification system noted above. However, beginning with 1949, average
employment was calculated from the figures reported for the pay periods ending
nearest the fifteenth of March, May, August, and November, whereas for 1947 such
averages were based on 12 monthly employment figures. In 1967, the average employ-
ment calculation was revised to the pay periods which include the 12th of March,
May, August, and November in order to provide data more comparable with other
statistical series. The 1954 figures are an average of reported employment totals for
the four specified months, except for highly seasonal industries, where a 12-month
average was obtained. For 1958 and later censuses, averages of production workers for
the four specified months plus the March figure for “all other employees’’ were used
for all industries. Figures for 1947 exclude data for central administrative offices and
auxiliary establishments of manufacturing concerns, which are included in the statistics
for later years.

Historical statistics.—Tabular headnotes provide cross-references, where applicable,
to Historical Statistics of the United States, Colonial Times to 1957. See preface.
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Technical Note—Annual Survey of Manufactures

The annual survey estimates vary from the totals that would have been obtained
from a complete canvass of all manufacturing establishments. The relative magni-
tude of this sampling variation is given in the table column captioned “Standard
error.”” The standard error should be interpreted to mean that the sample estimates
will differ from complete canvass totals by less than: (1) The percentage shown in
approximately 2 cases out of 3; (2) twice the percentage shown in approximately 19
cases out of 20; and (3) three times the percentage shown in almost every case. It
should be noted that standard errors are shown only for selected items. The standard
errors of other measures are usually of the same general magnitude.

In making any study of the trend, it is important to take account of the effect of
the sampling variation on the apparent increase or decrease shown between years. In
addition to sampling errors, individual figures may be subject to biases arising from
undetected response or procedural errors which are not reflected in the ‘“‘standard
errors.” Figures are enclosed by parentheses in the original source volumes if (1) the
standard error of the estimate exceeds 15 percent, or (2) survey estimates are in-
consistent with other census series and related data. Any estimate which can be
derived by subtraction of one published figure from another may have a standard
error considerably in excess of 15 percent.
