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A record threefold increase in number of
young children, a large proportion of married
persong, and a very small average slize of
housgehold =re among the many facts about
the population of the San Franclsco~-Oakland
Standard Metropoliten Area* reflected in sta-
tistics of the 1950 Census of Populablon.
Preliminary figures on these and other pop-
ulation characteristiecs of the metropolitan
erea were released today by Roy V. Peel,
Direotor, Bureau of the Census, Department of
Commerce,

The total population of the standard
metropolitan area and of the cities of San
Franocigco and Oakland shown in this report ls
baged /primarily on the preliminary field
counts - of the 1950 Census; to these counts
have been added the residents of the metro-
pollitan area who were enumerated elsewhere
end orews of vessels docked within the metro~
politan area but not included in the prelimi-
naxry counts. All of the other 1950 figures
are based on a gample of the census returns.
The sample data are subject to sampling
variability, as explained in the section on
"Reliability of 1950 estimates." It can be
seen from the tables in that gection that the
smaller figures should be interpreted with
particular care, as should also the smaller
differences between flgures.

The total population of the standard
metropolitan area inoreased during the last
decade from 1,461,804 on April 1, 1940, to
2,240,800 on ‘April 1, 1950, These figures
indicate a galn of about 779,000, or 53 per-
cent. (See table 1,} During the same period,

therefore, does nol indicate the sequence of

the elty of San Francisoo increased 28 per-
cent and the e¢ity of Oakland increased 27
percent. In 1950, the number of males in the
metropoliten area, 1,107,800, was about the
game &8 the number of females, 1,133,000,
The sex ratio in the metropolitan area dropped
from 104 males per 100 females in 1940 to 98
in 1950, During the deoade, the sex ratlio in
San Franolsco oity dropped from 103 to 97,
but in OQakland it remained about the same,
being 97 in 1950. .

Children under 5 years old inoreased be~
tween 1940 and 1950 at a far more rapld rate
than any other age group, partly because of
the migration of young femillies into the met-
ropolitan area and partly because of high
birth rates during recent years. The increase
for the metropolitan area was 201 percent for
this age group as compared with 53 percent
for the total populatilon. The medlan age of
the total populetion of the metropoliten area
in 1950 was 32,9 years as compared with 35.0
years 1in 1940,

A large proportion of persons 14 years
old and over 1in the metropolitan area were
married, namely, 68 percent. (See table 2.)
Nineteen percent were single, and 12 percent
were wldowed or divorced. In San Francisco
only B9 percent were married. Of the 549,900
married oouples in the metropolitan area,
26,700, or 5 percent, did not have thelr own
household but were gharing the homes of others
as relatives or as lodgers. In Sen Franolaco
and 1in Oakland similar proportions of the
married couples were without thelr own house-
hold. (See table 3.)

Families in the metropolitan area num-
bered 611,600, In addition, therewere 265,400
wynrelaeted individuals,” who lived alone or
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with nonrelatives only.
constituted 12 percent of the total population
of the metropolitan area as a whole and' of
OCakland, but they constituted 21 percent of the
Population of San Francisco-~one of the highest
bercentages found in the United Stetes, The
average size of household in 1950 for the metro~
politan area was only 2.9 persons. For San
Prancisco and Oakland the average household size
remained about the same as in 19403 in 1950 it
was 2,7 persons for San Francisco and 2.8 for
Oakland. This fact indicates +that household
formation proceeded at sbout the same pace dur-
ing the period as the growth of population.

Approximately 343,600 persons 5 to 24 years
0ld were enrolled in public and private schools
in this metropolitan area in 19503 this figure
excludes children in kindergarten. The 1950
figure was 44 percent ‘larger than the corre-
sponding number, 238 2205, in 1940, In both San
Francisco and Oakland, +the percent of increase
was much smaller then in the metropolitan area
as a whole. (See table 4.) Por the metropoli~
tan arsa, +the enrollment rate in the age group
B to 13 years o0ld was 85 percent in 1950, This
age group includes the many children born during
the war who had not yet ‘entered school in 1950,
Among those 14 to 17 years old, a somewhat larger
broportion, 94 percent, were enrolled, even
though this age group includes some children who
had left school to enter the labor market, In
the age group 18 to 24 years, 19 percent were
enrolled in 1950, about the same proportion as
in 1940, Most of the students 18 to 24 years
old were enrolled in college, In 1950 college
students were enumerzted at their college regi=
dence, whereas in 1940 they were usually enumer-
ated at their parental home.

Unrelated individuals

The people living in the metropolitan ares -

in 1950 were very highly mobile. Among persons
1 year o0ld ang over, 22 percent were reported as
living in a different house in April 1950 from
that 1in April 1949, (See table 5.) About 13
bercent moved from one house +to enother in the
same county, and 9 percent moved from another
county or from abroad within the preceding year.
There was 1little difference among the metro-
politan area and the two central cities in the
broportion of persons who . &t the time of the
enumeration wexre living 1in the same house in
which they had been living one year eariier,

The population chsnges since 1940 noted
above were Bocomparied by changes in the size
and composition of +the labor force in the San
Francisco-Oakland Standard Metropolitan Area,
During the last decade, the labor force (which
consists of the employed, the unemployed, and
the armed forces) expanded by approximetely 44
percent. An estimated 971,000 residents of

the metropolitan area were in the labor force in
April 1950 as compared with 675,761 in 1940,

tively. The 1950 2labor force numbered 373,900
in San Francisco and 174,900 in Oskland.

The expansion of the labor forece reflacts,
in addition to population growth in the metro-
politean area, an increase since 1940 in the
proportion of women in the lahor force. About
801,700 women, or 34 percent of the female popu-
lation 14 years old and over in the metropolitan
area, were in the labor force in 1950, as com
pared with only 178,992, or 30 percent, in 1940,
A similar pattern was noted among women living
within each of the cities; over this 10-year
period, +the proportion in the labor Fforce rose
from 35 to 40 percent in Sen Francisco- and from
28 %o 36 percent in Qakland. For men, the pro=
portions were about the same--spproximately 80
percent--in both years for residents of Oskland,
as well as for the population of the metropoli=
tan area as a whole, In San Francilsco, however,
the proportion declined Trom 80 to 76 percent
over the past decade.

In 1950, as at earlier dates, participation
in the labor force by women varied considerably
with age. It was et a maximum in the age group
20 to 24 years; 48 percent of the women between
those ages in the metropolitan area were in the
labor force in 1950, This proportion was lovier,
approximately 38 percent, for women 25 to B4
the age group in which family xe=
sponsibilities are a major factor limiting labor
force aoctivity. .The labor force proportlon was
lowest for teen-age glrls and for women 65 years
In the city of Oskland the labor
force participetion retes for women olosely
followed those for the metropolitan area as &
whols, In San Francisco, however, the propor=
tlions were somewhet higher. (See table 9.)

In the Sen Frencisco-Oakland labor foroe,
proportionately fewer of the workers were unem=
ployed than had been the case in 1940. TIn April
1950, 72,200 persons, or 8 percent of the civil-
ians in the labor force of the metropolitan
area, were unemployed. Ten years earlier when
business activity was relatively slack, 89,679,
or approximately 14 percent of the workers, were
unemployed. Unemployment rates in both cities
followed & pattern similar to thet of the metro-
politan area as a whole, with the number of un~
employed residents dropping in 1950 to 30,900 in
San Francisco and to 17,000 in Oskland,

The number of employed civilians living in
‘the San Frencisco-Oskland Standard Metropolitan
Area reached a total of 883,200 in 1950, or 55

Of the 1950 total, 87 per-
were working full time (35
hours or more) during the oensus week, Of the
remainder, 87,300 were working only part time
and 27,200 were temporarily sbsent from their
jobs all week because of illness, vacation
leave, bad weather, lebor dispute, or for sime
iler ressons.

In San Francisco,
civilian employment incressed to 337,200 in 1950
from the 285,508 reported in 19403 156,600 Qsk=
land residents were employed at civilian jobs in
April 1950 as compared with 113,822 +ten years
earlier,

The expansion in the number of employed
Persons living in the metropolitan area ocourred
mostly among wege eand salary workars., This
group, which includes both private and governs
ment wage and salary workers, rose by 81 percent
to a 1950 level of 785,500, The number of selfe
employed persons, however, inocressed by only 18
peroent, and was estimated at 93,800 in 1950,
As a result, this group, which is mede up mainly
of independent business and professionel peopls,
constituted a smaller proportion of the total
employed in 1950 then in 194C, (See table 10.)

Among residents of San Prancisco and Oakland
citles, the number of persons employed by gove
ernment more than doubled over the last decade.
This group, which includes all Federal, Stata,
and local government workers, in 1950 numbered
47,200 and 22,400 in the cities of San Francisco
and Oakland, respectively, During the same
period - the number of private wage and salary
workers increased by 23 percent in Sen Franoisco
and 38 percent in Oekland.

From the standpoint of occupational trends,
the last decade was marked by partioularly
large Aincreases in the numbers of employed cler-
ioal and sales workers and skilled oraftsmen
living in the metropoliten area. In the case of
the clerical and sales growp, the increase was
largely concentrated among the clerical workers.
The expansion of the employed craftsmen, fore=
men, and kindred workers group from 76,973 ‘to
141,800 4s of special significance since this
group possesses many of the occupational skills
essential to defense production. Also of impor-
tance in this commection is the inorease from
61,963 to 111,900 in the number of workers em=
Ployed in professional, technical, and kindred
cocupations., (See table 11,)

Among working women, there was a marked
trend away from the domestic service field. In
1940, 1 out of every 10 employed women in the
metropolitan area was & private household worker,
whereas in 1950 only 1 out of 20 was so employed.,

The 1950 ooccupational distribution of em~
Ployed residents of San Francisco city differed
somewhat from that of the residents of Oskland
clty. 1In Oskland, the skilled craftsmen consti-
tuted a higher proportion of the total employed
then in San Prancisco. In the city of San
Francisco, on the other hand, oclerical workers
: l{:rg relatively much more important than in Oak-
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In 1950, 235,800 of the workers living in

Area were employed in the service industries,
gn increase of 38 percent over 1940, The rates
of increase in certain of the other industry
groups, however, were consldersbly higher. IEm=
ployment in wholesale &nd retail trade for ex-
ample, increased by 56 percent, while the number
of workers in the oonstruotion industry more
than doubled over the decede. The greatest rele
ative increase was seen in the public admini=
stration industry, where employment ilncreased
almost fourfold over the decade. As 8 result,
public eadministration, which includes a relae
tively large mumber of clvilian employees on
military installations, had 10 percent of the
employed workers in 1950, in ocomparison with
only 4 percent in 1940, (See tadle 12.)

A comparison of the 1950 industrial distrie
hution of the resldents of San Pranoclsco olty
with that of the residents of Oakland olity re=
veals two marked differences. In San Francisco,
32 peraent of the employed residents were en=
gaged in the service industries, wherees in
oakland only R7 percent were in the service in-
dustries. In the city of Oskland, however, the
proportion of employed residents engaged in manw-
ufacturing wes silgnificantly greeter +than in
San Frencisco, R0 percent as compared with 16
peroent . : -,

The generally high employment level was xre=
flected in the figures on famlly income. The
average (median) femily income in 1949 in the
Sen Frenoisco~Ogkland Standard Metbtropolitan Area
was $3,8l7., The median for families and unre-
lated individuals combined was considerably lowerx
($3,305), Approximately 22 percent of the fam=
ilies and unrelated individuals in the metropol-
itan area received incomes of $5,000 or more,
whereas 26 percent of the toital had incomes un-
der $2,000. The average inoomes of families
living within the cities of San Frencisco and
Oakland did not differ significantly fxrom +that
of the metropolitan area as & whole (table 13).

An estimated 757,100 metropolitan area reg-
idents 14 years old and over were outside the
labor force at the +time of the census. (see
table 6.) Women engaged in thelr own home house~
work (487,000 in April 1950) constituted. +ths
mejor category outside the labor force. Some of
them did not have +the responsibility for the
care of smell children and were possible re~
oruits for jobs outside the home. Another group
ontside the labor force at the time of the cen~
sus (designated as "Other and not reported') ine
cluded, primarily, seasonal workers for whom
April was an "off" semson, +the retired, and the
voluntarily idle., An estimated 137,100 in +this
group in April 1950 were 20 years old sand over.
outside +the labor force
probaebly did not represent a source of addi-
tional manpower, Some 87,500 were teen-agers,
most of whom were attending full-time school.
An additional 62,100 were in institubtions or
were reported ag permanently unsble to work,




DEFINITIONS OF TERMS AND EXPLANATTIONS

Several of the definitions and
used in the 1950 Census represent changes from
those of 1940, These changes were made, after
aonsultation with users of census data, in order
to improve the statistles, even though 1t was
Tecognlzed that comparability would be adversely
aflfscted. When it has been feasible to do so,
megsures of the lmpact of the change on the ste-

Coverage.~-The figures in the present series
of reports cover the entire population, includ-
1ng the institutional population and members of
The armed forces residing In the standard metro-
polltan area at the time of the enumeration, The
reporis present separate date for each city with
a 1940 populationof 250,800 or more.

Color.-~The group designated as "nonwhite"
consisgts of Negroes, Indians, Japanese, Chinese,
and other nonwhite races.

white. Tor stenderd metropolitan areas contain-
ing a central city of at least 250,000 inhabit-
ants, separate statlstlcs are presented for

nonwhltes 1f, in 1940, nonwhites comprised at
least 20 percent of the population of both the
area and the central city, Tor other stenderd
metropolitan areas statistics for nonwhites are
presented if, in 1940, nonwhites comprised 20
percent of the population of the area as s whole.

Age.--The age classification i1is based on
the age of the person gt his last birthday be-
Tore the time of the enumsration, +that is, the
age of the person in completed years.

Marital status.--~The marital status classi-
fication refers to the marital status at the
time of the enumeration. Thus, some persons
c¢lassified as married were previously widowed or
divorced. Persons reported as separated are
clasaified as married.
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Merried couple.--A'married couple 1s de-
fined as & husband- and wife enumerated as mem-
bers of the same household or quasi household,
A married couple "with own household" is one
with the husband es the head of the household,
All other married ocouples are oclassified as
"wlthout own household."

Household,.-~A household inciudes all of the
persons, without regard to relationship, whe
occﬁpy a house, an apartment or other group of
rooms, Or s room,. that constitutes a dwelling
unit, Quasi households, such as institutions,
hotels, large rooming houses, and military bar-
racks are not counted as households. 7The number
of households, as shown in this report, may be
regarded as comparable with the number of "fam-
ilies" or “private households" shown 1in the re-
ports of the 1940 Oensus. The instructions used
for identifying a household in the 1950 Census
wers more explliolt than thoge used in the 1940
Census, but this difference in the instructions
mey not have had a significant effect on the
number of households shown,

Famlly.-~A family 1s-defined as a group of
two or more persons related by blood, marriage,
or adoption snd residing together; all such per-
sons are considered as members of the same fam-
ily. The term "feamily" as used in the 1960
Census 18 not comparable with +that used in the
1940 Census, The new definitlon excludes the
large number of household heads with no rela-
tives in the household who would heve been oclag~
gified as families under the old definition; on
the other hand, it includes the small number of
groups of persons in households related to each
other but not related to the household head or

-groups of related persons in quasi households

who would not  heve been clesssified as families

under the old definition.

Unrelated indivldual.--The term ‘'unrelated
individual" refers to a person (other then an
inmate of an institution) who is living alone or
with persons all of whom are not related to him,
An unrelated individual may constitute e one-
person household, he may be part of a household
ineluding other persons unrelated to him, or he
may reside in a rooming house, dormitory, eta.
In this report, data for unrelated indlviduals
are shown only for persons 14 years of age and
over.

School enrollment.--School enrollment 1is
defined as enrollment at any time between Febru-
ary 1 and April 1, 1950, in sny school which
qualifies as a "regular” school. Regular schools




are those in which a person may be advanced
toward an glementary or high school diploma,
or a colliege, university, or professional school
degree, Such schools may be public or pri-
vate, day or night; and enrollment in them may
be full or part time., Regular school enrollment
does not include enrollment 1in kindergarten
or nursery school or, generally, enrollment
in vocational, trade, business, or correspondence
achools,

Residence in 1949,--This is the usual place
of residence one year prior to the date of
enumeration.

Employment status

Census week.--The 1950 data on employ-
ment status iIn this report pertain to the
calendar week preceding the enumerator's visit,
This week, defined as the "census week," is not
the same for all respondents, because not all
personsg wers enumerated during the same week,
The ma jority of the population was enumerated
during +the first half of April. The 1940
data refer +to a fixed week for all persons,
March 24 to 30, 1940, regardless of the date of
enumeration.

Employed.,--Employed persons comprise all
eivilians 14 years old and over who, during the
census week, were either ({a) "At work"--those
who did any work for-pay or profit, or worked
without pay for 15 hours or more on a family
farm or business; or (b) "With a job but not at
work"--those who did not work and were not
looking for work but had a job or buginess
from which they were temporarily absent because
of vacation, 1llness, industrial dispute, bad
weather, or layoff with definite instructions to
return to work within 80 days of layoff. Also
included as "with a job"™ are persons who had new
Joba to which they were scheduled to report
within 30 days. .

_ Unemployed.--Persons 14 yearas old and
over are oclasgified as unemployed 1if they were
not at work during +the census week but were
elther looking for work or would have been look-
ing for work except that (a) they were temporar-

'ily 111, (b) they expected to return toa Job
from which they had been laid off for an indef-
inite period, or (c) they belisved no work was
avalleble in thelr 1line of work or in their
-eommunity, In sddition to these groups, persons
on publle emergency work were included in the
unemployed figures in 1940,

. , Civilian labor force.~--The civilian labor
force 1includes all persons classified as em-
Ployed or unemployed in accordance with the
orlteria described above,

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Total labor force.--Members of the armed
forces (persons on active duty with the United
States Army, Alr Force, Navy, Marine Corps, or
Coast Guerd) are added to the civilian labor
foroe to obtain the ‘total labor force,

Not in labor force,~-All civilians 14
years of age and over who are nobt classified as
employed or wunemployed are defined as "not in
the labor force." This group includes persong
doing only incidental unpaid family work (less
than 15 hours). Persons not in the labor force
are further classified as "keeping house," "un-
able to work," ‘“immate of an ingtitution,” or
"other and not reported."” The "unable to work"
group includes persons who cannot work because
of a long-term physicel or mental lllness or
disability, Persona in the "other" group in-
clude students, the retired, those too old to
work, seasonal workers for whom the ocensus week
fell in an '"off" geason, and the voluntarily
1dle.

Hours worked.--The statistics on hours shown
for persons ab work refer to the number of hours
they actually worked during the census week, and
not necessarily the number they usually worked
or their scheduled number of hours. For persons
working at more than one job, the figures relate
o the hours worked at all jobs during the week.
Persons for whom the number of hours worked was
not reported are included 1n the ™35 hours or
more® group.

Oooupation, industry, and olass of worker.--
The ocoupation, industry, and claas-of-worker
data for employed persons relate to the job held
dublng the census week, Persons employed at two
‘or more jobs were reported in the job at whioh
they worked the greatest number of houra during
that week.

The ooccupational and industrial ocategorles
shown here are largely major groups in the
olassification systems used for the 1950 Census
of Population. Lists of the specific ocoupation
and industry categories inoluded in each major
group may be obtained by writing to the Bureau
of the Census. In the o¢lasgificatlon by lndus~
try, the category "Service industries” includes
the following 1950 major groups: finance, ‘in~
surance, and real estate; business and repair
services; personal services; entertainment and
recreation services; and professional and Telated
services, The industry ocategory entitled "Pub-

- 1ic administration" includes those aotivities
“which are unigquely govermmental functions such
iag legislative and judicial motivities and most
'of the activities in the executive agencles,
' Government agencles engaged . i1n educational and
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medical services eand in activities ocommonly
carried on also by private enterprises, -such
as trensportation service and manufacturing,
are olassified in the appropriate industrial
category. The residual category "All other in-
dustries" includes agriculture, forsstry, fish-
eries, and mining. ‘

The olass-of-worker classification com-
prises "Private wage and salary workers," "Gov-
ernment workers," "Self-employed workers,” and
"Unpaid family workers." Privete wage and sal-
ary workers are persons working for wages,
salary, oommieslon, +tips, pay in kind, or at
plece rates for a private employer. Government
workers are persons working for any governmental
unit, Federal, State, or local, regardless of
the industry in which they are working. Self-
employed workera are persons working in their
own business, profession, or trade, or operating
a Tarm, for profit or fees. Unpaid family
workers are persons working without pay on e
farm or in a.business operated by e member of

thg household %o whom they are related by blood
Or merriage.

Totel money 1ncomé.--Total money: income is
the sum of the Income received, less losses, by
all members of a <family, or by an unrelated

_1ndiv1&ua1, from the followlng sources: money

wages ox salary; net income (or loss) from
the operation of a farm, ranch, bdusiness, or
profession; net inocome (or loss) from rents, or
receipts from roomers, or boarders; royalties;
interest, dividends, and periodic income from
asteates and +trust <funds; pensions; veterans'

payments, armed forces allotments for dependents,

and other governmental payments or assistance;
and otber lnoome suoh as contributions for sup-
pert from peraona who are not members of the
househcld, alimony, &snd periocdie receipts from
insurence policies’ or annuities. The figures
represent +the amount of income received before
deductions for peraonal income taxes, social
security, bond purchases, union dues, ete.
Recelipts from the Tollowing sources wers
not included as income: money received from the
sale of property, such as stocks, bonds, a house,
or a car, unless the person was engaged in the
business of selling suoh property; the value of
income "in kind," such es food produced and
consumed in the home, free living quarters, etc.;
withdrawals of bank deposlits; money borrowed;

tax refunds; gifts; and lump-sum inheritances or
insurance payments.

Comparability of labor force data
Comparabillity with 1940,--The 1940 data
on the lebor force shown in this report may not:
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be completely comparable with those for 1950,
During the period 1940 to 1950, various improve-
ments were developed in the questionnaires and
in interviewing techniquea, designed %o obtaig
a more nearly complete count of the labor force,
The improvements in the questionnaire weré
incorporeted into the 1950 Census schedule, and
interviewing techniques were stressed in traim-
ing., To the extent thet the 1950 date are
affected by +hese measures, the dirfferences
between 1940 and 1950 Census results reflect not
only ‘actual changes in the activity of the popu-
lation but also changes in procedure.

The occupational and industrisl clagai-
fication gystems used in 1950 are basleally
similar to those used in 1940, Certain modi-~
fications, however, have been introduced In the
specific content of particular groups, and thsre
have mlso been several changes 1n tltle. The
1940 data shown "here include ad jugtments vhieh
take aocount of the major contert revisions in
the classification systems. It should be noted
that the unavailability of certain 1940 figures
hag made it impossible to present peparate 1940
metropolitan area data for the followlng groups:
"Sales workers" and "Cleriocal and kindred work-
ers" in the ococupation table; the subgroups of
"Manufacturing” in the industry teble; and "Pri-
vate wage and salary workers" and nGovernment -
workers" in the class-of-worker vable.

The 1940 data for employed persons veXy
{n some cases from the figures originally pub-
1ished, In 1940, members of the armed foroes
were included emong employed persons. This
approach differs from the 1850 procedure 8incs
in 1950 the employed total is limited %o olvil=-
Lens, and the armed forces represent the alffer~
ence between the clvilian snd totel lebor foree.
Wherever necessery, therefore, the 1940 figures
have been adjusted. to excluda the estimated
nunber of armed forces personnel living in the

SOURCE AND RELIABILITY OF DATA

Source of date.--The 1950 estlmates pre-
sented in this report are based on a sample of
-approximately 29,000 persons selected from those
enumerated on sample lines in the 1950 Census,
of Population, These persons are located in
about 220 census enumeration districts system-

 atically selected from all enumeration districts

in the area.  Although the figures Bre based on
data obtained from the 1950 Census, there may be
differences between the deta in the present re-
port and the date to be published in the final
1950 Census reports, apart from differences
caused by the sampling variability. The main
reason for such differences is thet the prelimi-
nary estimetes do not include all of the re-
finements that result from the sareful exsmination
of the schedules and tables to which the census
data will be subject prior to the publlication of
the final report.

The figures for 1940 are the results of the
complete enumeration in the 1940 Census of Popu-
lation. These and more detailed figures on the
game subjects may be found in the 1940 Census
Reports on Population.

Fach of the 1950 figures is separately
rounded to +the nearest hundred; therefore de-
talled figures do not always add to totals. Per-
centages for 1950 are based on the rounded
absolute numbers.
