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GLOSSARY.

Alien~—A. foreign born male of voting age who has neither heen naturalized nor
ta-kelll out first naturalization papers.

Animal products.—Wool, mohair and goat hair, milk, butter and cheese made on
farms, poultry, eggs, honey, wax, animals sold, and animals slaughtered.

Area.—The area of the United States (with the exception of Alaska and Hawaii)
was determined by summing up the square degrees, i. e., the regions comprised
l?etween consecutive parallels and meridians.  Along the coast and the boundary
Hnes of the country the areas of the fractional square degrees were obtained hy direct
measurement by means of scales, in every case measuring the smaller portion,
vfrhether land or water, to avoid as far as possible the errors incident to the projec-
tions and scales of the maps.

The areas of the several states and territories were determined in a similar manner.
In cases where the square degree is divided by boundary lines iuto two or more
parts, these parts were distributed between or among the states by direct measure-
ment from the best available maps, the sum of the parts being made to equal the
whole, as determined by computation.

The areas of counties are the results of direct measurements from the best county
maps, corrected arbitrarily in order to make them add up to the areas of the states.
. Capital—Includes land, buildinge, machinery, tools, and implements, and live cap-
ital owned and horrowed. Does not include value of rented property.  (See note,

Ppage 300.)
Cuash tencnt—One who rents a farm for a fised inoney rent or a stated amount of

labor or of farm commodities.
City.—The term as used in Table 37 includes all incorporated places having at least

2,500 inhabitants, all New England towns of like size and not containing an ineor-

porated place, two unincorporated places in Alagka, and one unincorporated place in

Hawaii,

Colored.—Used in the census of Porto Rico, taken by the War Department, to
include negroes, Mongolians, and persons of mixed race.

Continental United States.~—That part of the United States lying on the continent of
North Americasouthof the Canadian boundary. (See Letter of transmittal, page xi.)

Death rate—The number of deaths during the census year, compared with the
population of the same area June 1, 1900. This may be expressed per 1,000, per
10,000, or per 100,000 of the population.

Dwelling.—A place in which, at the time of the census, one or more persons regn-
larly sleep. It need not be a dwelling in the usual sense of the word; it may bea
room in a factory, store, or office building, a loft over a stable, a canal hoat, a tent,
or a wigwam. Hotels, boarding or lodging houses, and tenement or apartment
houses are classed as dwellings.

Famify.—A group of individuals whe jointly occupy a dwelling or part of a dwell-
ing, or an individual living alone in any place of abode. All the cccupants and

employees of a hotel, if they regularly sleep there, make up a single family.
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Family, not private—A. hotel, boarding house, achool, or institution, or a group
composed of laborers at work on a farm, plantation, railroad, or road, of miners or
lumbermen in camp, of the crew of a hoat or vessel, of soldiers and sailors at a mili-
tary post or station or on a naval vessel, ete.

Farm.—All the land under one management, used for raising crops and pasturing
live stock, with the wood lots, swamps, and meadows connected therewith, and the
farmer’s residence and all other buildings used in connection with the farming opera-
tions. Market, truck, and fruit gardens, orchards, nurseries, cranherry marshes,
greenhouses, and city dairies are farms, provided the entire time of at least one indi-
vidual is devoted to their care. ;

Governmental establishments.—Manufacturing establishinents operated by national,
atate, or municipal authorities, not including educational, eleemosynary, penal, and
reformatory institutions.

Grass value of products.—The value of all manufactured products reported during
the census year. (See Net value of products.)

Hand trades.—The term includes the following industries: Blt‘yde and tricycle
repalrmg, blacksmithing and wheelwnghtmg, baots and ghoes, custom work and
repairing; carpentering; clothing, men’s, custom work and repairing; clothing,
women’s, dregsmaking; dyeing and cleaning; furniture, cabinetmaking, repairing, and
upholstering; lock and gun smithing; masonry, brick and stone; millinery, custom
work; painting, house, sign, ete.; paper hanging; plastermg and stuccowork, plumb-
ing, and gas and steam fitting; sewing machine repairing; taxidermy; typewriter
repairing; and watch, clock, and jewelry repairing.

Hay and forage.—Includes wild, salt, and prairie grasses, millet and Hungarian
grasses, alfalfa or lucern, clover, grains cut green for hay, and forage crops.

lifiterates.—Persons at least 10 years of age unable to write any language.

Improved farm land.—See Unimproved farm land.

Indfan.—The figures for Alagka include Eskimos.

Industrial combination.—This term includes cases where a number of formerly inde-
pendent mills have been brought together into one company, under a charter obtained
for that purpose. It includes, also, corporations organized for the purpose of holding
the gtock of other corporations, but not directly owning the plants and carrying on
the manufacture. It excludes large establishments which have grown up not by com-
bination but by the erection of new plants or the purchase of old ones; corporations
engaged in the manufacture and distribution of gas and electric lightand power; and-
combinationg or associations of independent establishments and corporations, formed
for the purpose of selling goods at uniform prices or through & smgle agency.

Males of voting age—Males at least 21 years of age.

Military and naval-—Persons in the military and naval service (including civilian
employees, ete.) stationed abroad, not credited to any state or territory.

Mongolian.—Chinese and Japanese.

Nativity of parents.—Parent of unknown nativity considered native.

Negro.—All persons of negro descent.

Net value of products.—The gross value of products minus the cost of all materials
purchased and used in a partly manufactured form. (See Gross value of products.)

North Atlantic division—See Letter of transmittal, page xii.

North Central division—See Letter of transmittal, page xii.

Principal source of income~—Applied to a farm, the principal source of income is that
product which in value exceeds any other product of the farm and at the same time
constitutes at least 40 per cent of the value of all products not fed to live stock.

Race.—An ethnical stock or a great division of mankind having in common certain
distinguishing physical peculiarities. The races distinguighed in this volume are the
white or European, the negro or African, the red or American Indian, and the yel-
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low or Mongolian, the last being subdivided in most cases info is two national
groups, Chinese and Japanese,

Registration area.—See page 178.

Share tenant—One who rents s farm for a share (as one-third, one-half, or other
Proportion) of the products.

South Atlantic division—See Letter of transmittal, page xii,

South Central division—See Letter of transmittal, page xii.

Unimproved farm Jand —Farm land which has never been plowed, mown, or cropped,
and also farm land once cultivated but now grown up to trees and shribs.

Vaiue of products—The value ag obtained or fixed at the shop or factory, not
including commissions or expenses of the sales department. Unless otherwise speci-
fied, this term represents the gross value of products. (See Gross value of products.)

Wage-earners, average number.—Obtained by dividing the sum of the average num-
bers employed during each month of the census year by twelve. Persons employed
by a contractor are classed as in his employment, and not ag in the employment of
the pergon or firm for whom the contract work is done.

White population.—The figures for Hawail include Hawaiians, part Hawaiians, and
