THE FEEBLE-MINDIED.

The total number of persons living in. the United States June 1, 1890, and reported as being feeble-minded, was
95,609, including Chinese, Japanese, and Indians, giving a ratio of 152,7 per 100,000 of living population at that
dale. The corresponding ratio for the census of 1880, in which this class was termed idiots, was 153.3. The
number of idiots reported in 1880 was 76,895, but of this number over 29 per cent was obtained from speecial
returils made by physicians, In 1890 the physicians did not make any special reports for this class of the
population, so that the proportion of feeble-minded to total population returned by the enumerators is greater
than it was in 1880. In both the Tenth and Eleventh Censuses a certain number of persons were reported as
idiots, or as feeble-minded, who should properly be reported among the insane, being cases of terminal or of senile
dementia. It should also be noted that in 1880 every case of insanity which was reported as having commenced
under the age of 12 was reported as an idiot, while in this report the age limit is lowered to 10. Tfor reasons
given hereafter in disenssing the statistics of the feeble-minded by age groups, it is probable that at least 20,000
feeble-minded children under 15 years of age were not reported as such by the enumerators in 1880, but this
deficiency is proportionately no greater than that which oceurred in the same age group in 1880 or than that which
exists in the returns of idiots in other countries.

It is not possible to determine definitely from any dam in existence whether the proportion of feeble-minded
persons to total population has increased within the last 10 years or not, but it is probable that it has inereased
slightly, owing, in part at least, to the increased number of such persons who have been cared for in public
institutions in recent years and whose lives have thus been prolonged. The ratio of the feeble-minded nnder 10
years of age to the total number of feeble-minded was decidedly less in 1890 than it was in 1880, which is in part
due to the fact that the proportion of persons under 10 years of age in 1890 was less than it was in 1880,

The remarks made in the previous section with regard to comparisons of the ratios of the insane in different
countrieg apply also to a great extent tothe figures for the feeble-minded. The data of the United States censuses
previous to that of 1880 are entirely worthless so far as the ealculation of ratios of numbers of idiots to total
population is concerned. Attention is also invited to the remarks on page 7 upon the ratios for the insane and
idiots together.

If we take the fecble-minded, or idiots, alone, the numbers per 100,000 of population reported in different
countries are asfollows: England and Wales, 1881,135; Scotland, 1881,160,1891,125; Ireland, 1881,167,1891,133;
Trrance, 1876, 86; Italy, excluding Campania, 1871 67; Prussia, 1871 137 Bavmn, 1871 1.31 Ba,den, 1871 158
Saxony, 1810, 137 Wiirtemberg, 1875, 207; Hung'aly, 1880, 119; Belgmm, 1856, 50; Denmarh excludmg the
islands, 1871, 80; waay, 1865, 119; Icelzmd 1870, 107 Argentme Repubho, 1869, 242 Austria, 1880 69; United
States, 1890, 15 7 1880, 153.3.

The ratio of feeble mmded to populatmn, according to these figures, was greater in the United States than
in England and Wales, France, Italy, Prussia, Bavaria, Saxony, Hungary, Belgium, Denmark, Norway, and Austria,
and less than in Baden, Wiirtemberg, Iceland, and the Argentine Republic. In Scotland and Ireland it was less
in 1880 and greater in 1890,

Table 171 shows the number of feeble-minded reported in the United States in each geographical division and
in each state and territory on June 1, 1890, with distinetion of sex, color, and nativity. '

Table 172 shows the number of idiots, or of feeble-minded, reported at each of the last five censuses in the
United States and in each state and territory, with corresponding ratios per 1,000,000 of the population, with
distinction of sex, of color, and of native and foreign born.

It will be seen from this table that the number of those reported as feeble-minded was less in 1890 than it was
in 1880 in Delaware, Georgia, and Alabama. In each state of the North Atlantic division the ratio of the feeble-
minded per 100,000 of population is greater in 1890 than it was in 1880, the average increase being 12.4 per 100,000
of population. The greatest increase is in Rhode Island, in which in 1880 the ratio of the feeble-minded per
100,000 of population was 84.6 and in 1890, 141.2, showing an increase of 56.6 per 100, 000. The increage in the

From this table it will be seen that in each of the states of Michigan, Rhode Island, and Massachusetts the
number of persons per 100,000 of total population reported under the heading of “Feeble-minded and idiots Y was
less in the intermediate state census than it was in either the United States census of 1880 or 1890, and also that
in each of these statesthe ratio was greater for the United States census of 1890 than it was in that of 1880, I
may be fairly inferred from this that the United States censuses of both 1880 and 1890 were more complete as
regards this class of the population than were the intermediate state censuses, and also that in thoese states thereo
was an increase in the proportion of the feeble-minded and idiots between 1880 and 1890,

Of the total feeble-minded reported in 1890 the number of males was 52,962, of females 42,647, the ratios
per 100,000 of population being for males 165.2, for females 139.6; 84,997 were white and 10,612 were colored, the
ratios per 100,000 being for the whites 154.6, and for the colored 138.9; 86,504 were native born and 9,105 were
foreign born, the ratios per 100,000 of population being for the native born 162.1, and for the foreign born 98.4.

It will be seen from this that apparently the proportion of females increased and that of males diminished
among the feeble-minded between 1880 and 1890. In like manner the proportion of whites increased and that

of colored decreased.

The comparatively low proportion of feeble-minded among the foreign born is due mainly to the relatively small
proporiion of children among this class. The low proportion of feeble-minded among the colored may be due in

part to more defective returns for this class of population than for the whites.

Probably, also, the facts that

comparatively few feeble-minded colored children are provided for in institutions, and that the mortality among
these children in their homes is very heavy, have some influence on the low ratio of colored feeble-minded to

population shown by the census,
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Of the total 84,997 white feeble-minded reported as living on June 1, 1890, 65,663 were children of mothers
born in the United States, 6,985 were.children of mothers born in Germany, 5,415 were children of mothers born
in Ireland, 1,879 were children of mothers born in England and Wales, 1,246 were children of mothers box:n
in Scandinavia, 1,190 were children of mothers born in British America, 487 were children of mothers born in
Scotland, 207 were children of mothers born in France, 217 were children of mothers born in Russia and Poland,
179 were children of mothers born in Bohemia, 133 were children of mothers born in ‘Hungary, 58 were children
of mothers born in Italy, and 1,248 were children of mothers born in other countries or of unknown parentage.

Tahble 175 shows for each school, or other institution for the care of such persons in the United States, and for
the aggregate, the number of the feeble-minded found on June 1, 1890, with distinction of sex, color, and nativity.

The total number found in institutions especially intended for the instruction and care of the feeble-minded
was b,254. The corresponding figures in 1880 were 2,429, so that the number of feeble-minded children in
institutions specially intended for their instruction and benefit more than doubled between 1880 and 1890. Of
these 5,254, 5,203 were white and only 51 were colored. Of the whites 4,109 were native of native parents, 870
were native having one or both parents foreign born, and 224 were foreign born. In 1880 there were but 13
colored idiots found in special institutions for persons of that class.

Table 176 shows the number of feeble-minded found in hospitals and asylums for the insane on June 1, 1890,
for the aggregate and for each hospital and asylum, with distinetion of sex, color, and nativity.

The total number of feeble-minded found in institutions for the insane was 2,469, In 1880 the number was
1,141, so that the number of feeble-minded in such institutions more than doubled between 1880 and 1890. Of the
2,469 fecble-minded or idiots in insane asylums in 1890, 1,369 were males and 1,100 were females, 2,319 were white
and 150 were colored. Of the whites 1,852 were native of native parents, 183 were native having one or both
parents foreign born, and 284 were foreign born. In 1880 the corresponding figures were: males 673, females 468,
whites 1,065, colored 76, native born 1,027, foreign born 114,

Table 177 shows for the feeble-minded found in the United States on June 1, 1890, the number in each of
certain groups of ages, with distinction of sex, color, nativity, and birthplaces of mothers.

The total number under 5 years of age reported was 912; from 5 to 10 years of age, 4,824; from 10 to15, 9,1567;
from 15 to 20,11,357; from 20 to 25, 11,320, and from 25 to 30, 8,486, These figures indicate a defective enumeration
of the feeble-minded children under 15 years of age and a great deficiency in the group under b years of age. This
deficiency is found in all enumeration of idiots in all countries. ¥or example,in Scotland in 1881 there were reported
75 idiots under 5 years of age, 400 from 5 to 9 years of age, 585 from 10 to 14 years of age, and 681 from 15 to 19 years
of age. In Austria in 1886 there were reported 230 idiots under 5 years of age, 926 from 5 to 9 years of age, 1,363
from 10 to 14 years of age, and 1,875 from 15 to 19 years of age. In Hungary in 1880 there were reported 392 idiots
under 5 years of age, and 2,470 from 15 to 19 years of age. Nothing is known as to the death rates of idiots as a
class at different periods of age, but in childhood it is probably greater than that of other children.

The approximate life table for Massachusetts for the 5 years ending June 30,1882 (Reports Tenth Census, volume
x11, page 775), shows that of 1,000,000 children born, 730,881 survived at the age of 5 years, 700,996 at the age of
10, 686,638 at the age of 15, and 663,724 at the age of 20, According to these ratios, and making no allowances
for the occurrence of idiocy after the first year of life, if there were 11,357 idiots from 15 to 19 years of age in the
TUnited States in 1890, there should have been about 11,659 from 10 to 14 years of age, 12,029 from 5 to 9 years of
age, and 14,553 under 5 years of age, which would indicate a deficiency in the count of the feeble-minded under 15
~ years of age of 23,343 persons. The assumption that all cases of feeble-mindedness are either congenital or due
to causes acting in infancy is not correct; nevertheless the number of cases due to causes acting after the first year
of age is really small, most cases so reported referring not to the time when the disability occurred but to the time
when it was definitely recognized and admitted to exist. Parents are slow to admif that a child is an idiot, or even
feeble-minded, though they may say that it is a “backward child”. Upon the whole it is safe to say that at least
20,000 feeble-minded children under 15 years of age existed in the United States on June 1, 1890, in addition to
those refurned as such by the enumerators. ,

On account of these deficiencies in certain age groups, as well as the fact, already referred to, that a number
of those over 45 years of age reported as feeble-minded were really cases of terminal or senile dementia who should
be classed with the insane, the ratios derivable from Table 177 have little value for the age groups under 10 and
over 45 years of age. ,

It will be seen from this table that the proportion of feeble-minded under 25 years of age is greater among the
colored than among the whites, and greater among the white children of foreign born parents than among those of

native parents.

"From these tables and diagrams it will be seen that there were very great differences in the (hstnbutlons of
the feeble-minded by age periods in 1850 from those in 1890. The proportion under 30 years of age was less and
that under 10 years of age very much less in 1890 than in 1880, with a corresponding increase in 1890 of the
proportion of those 30 years of age and upward, and especially of those 60 years of age and upward. These
differences are probably due in part to the less complete enumeration of the feeble-minded children in 1890 than
was made with the help of the physiciang of the countryin 1880, and in part to the fact that certain children
reported as feeble-minded or idiots in 1880 were reckoned among the insane in 1890.

Table 54 and Diagram 34 show the number of the feeble minded in 1890 in each 100,000 of the populatlon of
certain age groups.

In 1880 there were reported 9,177 feeble-minded children under 10 years of age, the survivors of whom shounld
be found in the age group 10 to 20 years of age in the census of 1890, in which age group we actually find 20,514.
This indicates a great deficiency in the count of the feeble-minded under 10 years of age in 1880. In the age
group from 10 to 20 years of age in 1880 there were 21,695 feeble-minded persons, the survivors of whom should
“be found in the age group 20 to 30 in the census of 1890, which age group numbers 19,806, Leaving out of
the question the changes occurring in numbers of this age group by immigration, and supposing that the counts
of 1880 and 1890 were equally complete, this would give an average annual death rate of 8.7 for the feeble- minded
between 10 and 20 years of age, which is a high death rate for persons of these ages, but not higher than might
be expected for persons of this class.
Caleculating in a like manner for the 19,997 feeble-minded between 20 and 30 years of age, reported in the census
of 1880, their average annual death rate for the next 10 years would be 25.4 per 1,000, which is an enormous death
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rate for persons of this age group. Calculated in the same way the corresponding death rates for the deaf and
dumb from 10 to 20 years of age would be 18.2 and for those from 20 to 30 years of age 15.4 per 1,000, and the
death rate of the blind from 20 to 30 years of age would be 9.8 per 1,000. It iz probable, therefore, that the death
rate of the feeble-minded for the above mentioned age groups is not far from the rates above indicated.

Table 178 shows the number of feeble-minded found in institutions for the same on June 1, 1899, by sex and
certain groups of ages, with distinetion of color, nativity, and birthplaces of mothers.

Of the total 5,254, 440 were between 5 and 10 years of age and 2,822 were between 10 and 20 years of age;
4,267 were children of mothers born in the United States, 289 of mothers born in Ireland, 280 of mothers born in
Germany, and 100 of mothers born in England, and 51 were colored.

Tt will be seen from this table that of the feeble-minded between 5 and 20 years of age, or those for whom
{nstruction in institutions specially adapted for that purpose is of the greatest importance, only about 15 per cent
of the males and 14 per cent of the females are in such institutions. For the native born whites of native born
parents the ratio is a little greater, being 157 per 1,000 for the males and 145 per 1,000 for the females, and for
children of Trish mothers the ratio was still greater, being 161 per 1,000 for the males and 165 per 1,900 for the
females, while for the children of German mothers the ratio was decidedly below the average, being 125‘ per 1,000
for the males and 104 per 1,000 for the females. For those belonging to other races, as indicated by the birthplaces
of mothers, the numbers are too small to make ratios of any value,

Table 180 shows for the feeble-minded found in the United States on June 1,1890, the assigned causes of their
defect as far as they were stated, with distinction of sex, color, nativity, and of certain age periods when the defect
is supposed to have occurred. Of the total 95,571, no cause was assigned for 19,530, and the age when the disability
occurred was unknown for 7,801. The defect was reported as congenital for 42,805. The causes assigned for the
cases not congenital include 4,956 cases due to general diseases, such as fevers of various kinds, 10,5698 due to
diseases of the nervous system, 477 due to affections connected with the reproductive organs, and 3,927 due to
accidents and injuries; 3,069 were atitributed to fevers in general, of which 1,308 oceurred under § years of age, 586
from 5 to 10 years of age, 309 from 10 to 15 years of age, 598 from 15 to 45 years of age, and 193 at 45 yeurs of age
and upward. Of the 1,486 cases attributed to scarlet fever, 743 occurred under 5 years of age and 451 between
5 and 10 years of age; 110 cases were attributed to diphtheria, 22 to syphilis; 179 to scrofula, and 71 to rickets. Of
those due to diseases of the nervous system, 3,165 were attributed to epilepsy and 2,540 to convulgions. Of 477
‘cases attributed to diseases of the reproductive organs, 475 were among women and were attributed to disorders
of menstruation, 278 of those being in women between 15 and 45 years of age, and 122 in women 45 years of age
and upward; 3,327 were attributed to falls or blows on the head or spine, 711 to sunstroke or exposure to the sum,
1,186 to exposure and maltreatment, 478 to fright, and 138 toburns. These figures are of little value as indicating
the relative influence of the alleged causes in the production of feeble-mindedness or idioey, and it is improper to
speak of epilepsy or convulsions as a cause of idiocy, as these are only symptoms of central brain disturbance, but
the large proportions attributed to scarlet fever and to injuries of the head merit attention as indicating remote
consequences which may not be sufficiently borne in mind in the prognosis of these affections. The cases attributed
to disorders of menstruation would be more properly classed with insanity than with idiecy.

Table 58 shows for each 100,000 of the feeble-minded in the Tnited States in 1890, excluding the congenital
idiots, those for whom the defect was attributed to old age and those for whom the cause was uob stated, the
number attributed to each of certain assigned causes, with distinetion of sex, color, and of threeage periods in which

idiocy occurred.

The ratio of cases attributed to fright is somewhat greater among the white females, 1,698.61 per 100,000,
than among the colored females, 1,086.96, while for the males it is somewhat greater among the colored, 1,573.56,
than among the whites, 1,356.09. :

Diagram 38 shows the number of cases of feeble-mindedness attributed to each of certain causes, with
distinetion of thoSe which occurred under 5 years of age and those which occurred between 5 and 10 years of age,
per 100,000 of the noncongenital feeble-minded for whom the cause of the defect was stated, excluding those for
old age. Itwill be seen from this diagram that the proportion of cases due to diseases of the nervous system
was much greater among those which oceurred under 5 years of age, 43,096,23, than among those which occurred
from 5 to 10 years of age, 38,739.55, per 100,000, and that the same is true for those attributed to serofula and
rickets, while for all the other causes the proportion was greater for the cases occurring from 5 to 10 years of age.

It will be seen by Table 180 that 1,214 cases of feeble-mindedness are attributed to old age, of whom 502 were
males and 712 were females. These were undoubtedly cases of senile dementiz. *

Table 181 shows the conjugal condition of the fecble-minded 15 years of age and upward, as found in the
United States on June 1, 1890, with distinetion of the congenital and noncongenital forms, and of certain age
groups, by sex, color, and parentage,

Of the 79,718 whose conjugal condition was reported, 43,875 were males and 35,843 were females. Of thig
number 6,647 were unknown when occurred, 3,380 males and 3,267 females. '

Of 39,322 white males, 81,305, or 796.1 per 1,000, were single j 6,189, or 157.4 per 1,000, were married; 1,677, or
42.7 per 1,000, were widowed, and 151, or 3.8 per 1,000, were divorced. Of 31,929 white females, 22,945, or 718.6
per 1,000, were single; 4,923, or 154.2 per 1,000, were married; 3,863, or 121.0 per 1,000, were widowed, and 198, or
6.2 per 1,000, were divorced, Of 4,553 colored males, 3,505, or 769.8 per 1,000, were single; 828, or 181.9 per 1,000,
were married; 207, or 45.5 per 1,000, were widowed, and 13, or 2.8 per 1,000, were divorced. Of the 3,914 colored
females, 2,228, or 569.2 per 1,000, were single; 004, or 231.0 per 1,000, were married 3 762, or 194.7 per 1,000, were
widowed, and 20, or 5.1 per 1,000, were divorced.

Tahle 182 shows for the feeble-minded in the United States in 1890 the ages when the defect is stated to have
pecarred, with distinetion of sex, color, and nativity. .

Of the 87,770 persons for whom the age when idiocy cccurred was reported, 42,805 were reported to have been
congenital idiots, 16,242 to have become idiots under 5 years of age, 5,915 between 5 and 10 years of age, 3,563
between 10 and 15 years of age, 11,183 between 15 and 45 years of age, and 8,062 at 43 years of age and upward,

The greater nninber of the cases in which the defect is reported to have oceurred after 45 years of age, and
some of those in whom it is reported to have occurred between 15 and 45 years of age, ave probably cases of
dementia, senile or terminal, which should be classed with the insane rather than with the idiots.

Table 183 shows the number of the feeble-minded in the United States on June 1, 1890, concerning whom it
was reported as to whether they had or had not feeble-minded or insane relatives, with distinction of sex, eolor,
and nativity, and for those who had such relatives the character of the relationship. In examining this table it
mgst be borne in mind that the sawe person may be reported in different connections, as a father, a son, an uncle,
a brother,

The table shows that of 44,033 feeble-minded persons eoncerning whom it was reported as to whether they had
insane or feeble-minded relatives or not, 24,844, or 564 per 1,000, had such relatives. The corresponding ratio
in 1880 was 513 per 1,000, but the returns related to only 8,728 persons, Of the feeble-minded reported as to
relatives in 1890, 565 per 1,000 of the whites and 560 per 1,000 of the colored had relatives who were insane or
feebleaninded.  Of those for whom the insane or feeble-minded relatives were reported by the parental side, there
were, of the whites 6,274, of the colored 685. Of those having such relatives on the mother's side only the number
was, of whites 3,104, of colored 393, being for the whites 495 and of the colored 574 per 1,000 of those for whom
such relatives were reported by the parental side. The corresponding figures for 1880 were, white 433, colored
564 per 1,000. The number having insane or feeble-minded relatives on the father’s side only was, of Whit,es 2,400,
of colored 237, being for the whites 382 and for the colored 346 per 1,000 of those for whom such relatives ;ven;
reported by the parental side. The corresponding figures for 1880 were, whites 401, colored 346 per 1,000. The
unmber having insane or feeble-minded relatives on both the father's and mother’s side was, of whites 777 0 and of
colored 55, being for the whites 123 and for the colored 80 per 1,000 of those for whom such relatives were
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reported by the parental side. The corresponding figures for 1880 were, whites 166, colored 90 per 1,000. The
number having insane or feeble-minded fathers was, of the whites 2,198 and of, the colored 218, being for the
whites 96 and for the colored 112 of the total having such relatives, or for the whites 916 and for the colored 920
of the total of those having insane or feeble-minded relatives on the father’s side only, The number having
insane or feeble-minded mothers was, for the whites 2,885, for the colored 387, being for the whites 126 and for the
colored 198 per 1,000 of the total having insane or fechble-minded relatives, or for the whites 929 and for the
colored 9385 per 1,000 of those having such relatives on the mother’s side only. These ratios are therefore greatest
on the mother’s side.

The number having insane or feeble-minded grandfathers was, for the whites 628 and for the colored 54, being
for the whites 27 and for the colored 28 per 1,000 of the total having feeble-minded relatives, The number having
insane or feeble-minded grandmothers was, for the whites 604 and for the colored 68, being for the whites 26 and
for the colored 35 per 1,000 of those having insane or fesble-minded relatives, The proportion having insane
grandfathers were, therefore, about the same as those having insane grandmothers.

The number having insane or fesble-minded unecles was, for the whites 2,252 and for the eolored 192, being for
eacl 98 per 1,000 of the total having insane or feeble-minded relatives. Thenumber having insane or feeble-minded
aunts was, for the whites 1,735 and for the colored 140, being for the whites 76 and for the colored 72 per 1,000
of those having insane or feeble minded relatives. The pwportlon of those having insane or feeb]e minded uncles
was, therefore, decidedly greater than of those having insane or feeble-minded aunts.

The number having insane or feeble-minded cousing was, whites 2,047 and colored 147, being for the whiles 89
and for the colored 75 per 1,000 of the total having insane or feeble-minded relatives. The number having insane
or fesble-minded brothers was, for the whites 5,511 and for the colored 409, being in the ratio for the whites of 241
and for the colored of 210 per 1,000 of the total having insane or feeble-minded relatives.

It will be found interesting to compare the above table with the corresponding omne given in the section
relating to the insane, but in doing this it must be remembered that the table for the insane gives the insane’
relatives only, whereas the above table includes both the feeble-minded and the insane relatives.

As we have no data with regard to the number and elassification of insane and feeble-minded relatives
possessed by persons who are not insane or feeble-minded, it is impossible to present any comparisons which
would indicate the amount of influence exercised by heredity in the produection of mental defects.

Table 184 shows the number of feeble-minded in the United States on June 1, 1890, who were reported to have
or to have had deaf or blind relatives, with distinction of sex, color, and nativity.

This table shows that of 48,450 feeble-minded persons concerning whom it was reported as o whether they had
blind or deaf relatives or not, 2,077, or 43 per 1,000, had suach relatives. Unfortunately the character of the replies
to the question relating to this matter in the speeia.l schedule did not permit the distinction of those who had deaf
relatives only from those who had blind relatives only, or both. Out of each 1,000 of the feeble-minded having
deaf or blind relatives, 68 had deaf or blind mothers, 69 had deaf or blind fathers, 41 had deaf or blind
grandfathers, 55 had deaf or blind grandmothers, 122 had deaf or blind unecles, 102 had deaf or blind aunts, 173
had deaf or blind cousins, 203 had deaf or blind brothers, and 157 had deaf or blind sisters. The remark made
above with regard to the absence of information as to the number of mentally defective relatives possessed by
persons who are themselves mentally sound applies also in the consideration of these ratios. It is probable that
they are greater than those which would be furnished by corresponding data obtained from sound people, but in
the absence of such data this is little more than guesswork.

It will be seen from this table that the number of feeble-minded who were also deaf and dumb, or deaf and
dumb and blind, was reported as being absolutely less in 1890 than in 1880. The proportion of those affected
with these complications of disabilities out of the total feeble-minded was but little over one-half as great in 1890
ag it wags in 1880,

It is probable that a part of this difference is due to a more defective entmeration of these complieated cases
in 1890 than was made, with the help of physicians, in 1880. As regards the feeble-minded wlho were also blind,
the difference in their proportions in 1880 and in 1890 is much less, and for the colored the proportion was gr eater
in 1890 than in 1880,

In this connection attention is invited to Table 7 and Diagram 38, indicating certain relations betwe.eu the
prevalence of idiocy, congenital deaf and dumb, and congenital blindness in the different states.

Table 186 shows the number of feeble-minded persons in the United States on June 1, 1890, who were 5 years
of age and upward, concerning whom it was reported as to whether they could read or write, with distinetion of
time of occurrence of the mental defect, of color, of nativity, and of certain age groups.

The table includes 86,719 persons, of whom 48,296 were males and 38,423 females. Excluding 8,985 for whom
the ability to read and erte was not reported, we ﬁnd that out of each 1 000 of the feeble-minded 5 years of age
and upward 666 could neither read nor write, 59 could read but not write, a.nd 276 could read and write.

The proportion of illiterate was somewhat greater among the females than among the males, the number who
could neither read nor write being 672 per 1,000 for females and 662 per 1,000 for males,

Of those in whom the mental defect had occurred before they were 6 years old there were 58,123, of whom
33,260 were males and 24,863 females. In this class, excluding those for whom the ability to read and write was
not reported, out of each 1,000 total 785 could meither read nor write, the ratio for males being 782 and for
females 789 per 1,000.

Of those in whom the mental defect occurred after 5 years of age there were 28,596, of whom 15,036 were males
and 13,560 females. For reasons previously given alarge proportion of these should properly be elassed with the
insane rather than with the feeble-minded. In this class, excluding those for whom the ability to read or write
wasg not reported, out of each 1,000 total 440 could neither read nor write, the ratio for males being 412 and for
{females 470 per 1,000, .

Table 64 shows for the native white of native parents, excluding those for whom the ability to read or write
was not reported, that the number who could neither read nor write was 766 per 1,000 of those m whom the defect
had occurred under 5 years of age and 893 per 1,000 in those in whom the defect had ocenrred at the age of b b years
orupward. Tor the foreign born whites the correspondmg figures were 708 per 1,000 of those in whom the mental
defect had occurred under 5 years of age and 373 per 1,000 in those in whom the dufect had occurred at 5 years of
age and upward. Of the 8,664 feeble-minded colored, concerning whom the ability as to reading and writing was
reported, 933 per 1,000 of those in whom the defect had occurred under 5 years of age could not read or write and
834 per 1 000 of those in whom the defect had occurred at 5 years of age and upward could not read or write.

It appears from this table that 9,832 females over 15 years of age in whom mental defect had eccurred before
they were 15 years of age were reported as having some occupation, 8,413 of those being white and 1,419 colored.
Of the whites 2,942 were servants, 1,040 housewives, 458 housekeepers, 165 laborevs, 40 laundresses, 31 seamstresses,
21 mill and factory operatives, and 12 dressmakers. Of the colored 430 were laborers, 339 servants, 169 housewives,
47 housekeepers, and 72 laundresses.
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_In accordance with the recommendations of a special committee of American instructors of, the deaf, it was
decldgd to collect information for the Eleventh Census with regard to all persons in the United States r(’sported
as Dbeing so deaf as to be unable to hear loud conversation, whether they were able to speak or not. The total
mumber of such persons reported as living on June 1, 1890, was 121,178, of whom 80,616 were able to speak, but
g0 deaf as to be unable to hear loud conversation. Of this last number 521 were from 5 to 10 years of age, 3,142
were from. 10 to 20 years of age, 28,008 were between 20 and 50 years of age, and 48,227 were 50 years of age and
over.

Table 187 shows for the United States, for each geographical division, and for each state and territory the
number reported as deaf but not dumb on June 1, 1890, with distinction of sex, eolor, and nativity.

Of the total 80,616, 49,278 were males and 31,338 were females; 3,308 were colored, of whom 1,906 were males
and 1,402 were fomales; 54,947 were native whites of native parents, and of those 33,687 were'males and 21,260
were females; 7,468 were native whites having one or both parents foreign born, and of those 4,208 were males
and 3,200 were females; 14,893 were foreign born, and of those 9,417 were males and 5,476 were females.

The relation of deafmufes to population in the different states in 1890 isindieated by Cartogram 7.

Trom the above table and the cartogram it will be seen that the proportion of deafmutes was greatest in
Maine, New Hampshire, Indiana, and Kansas, and lowest in the southern and western states. In the geographical
divisions it was bighest in the North Ceutral, and lowest in the Western. These differences are in part due to the
differences in the completeness of the returns, in part to previous epidemics of such diseases as svavlet fever or
cerebro-spinal fover in certain loealities, and in part to heredity in certain families. This Just influence ig
indicated in the geographical distribution of the congenital deaf-mutes, {o be referred to hereafter.

Table 69 gives the figures for the deaf and dumb of the United States censuses of 1830 and 1590, and of the
intermediate state censuses for 8 states, with the corresponding ratios per 100,000 of population.

From this table it will be seen that in each of the 3 states, Michigan, Rhode Island, and Massachusetts, the
ratio of deaf-mutes to the total population was reported greater in the United States censuses of 1830 and 1.590
than it was in the intermediate state census of 1885, and it may therefore be fairly iuferreq that the United
States censuges for these years were more complete as regards this class of the population than was the

1,000,000 of population, and with distinction of sex, color, and nativity,

Taking these cities together the number of deaf but not dumb per 1,000,000 of population was 830, being 340

for the males and 820 for the females, It is much below the average for the whole country, which was 1,201, and
shows that the rule is the same for the speaking deaf as for the deaf-mutes, namely, that they are more frequent
in small towns and rural districts than in the large cities.

Table 73 shows the number of deaf-mutes and of deaf who were not mutes per 1,000,000 of population in cities

of 100,000 inhabitants and upward, the cities being arranged in the order of the magnitude of the ratios of the
deaf who were not mutes.

In the United States in 1890 in each 1,000,000 of population of the same sex there were 702 male and 595 female
deaf-mutes. The corresponding ratios in 1880 were 728 males and 621 females; in England and Wales, in 1891,
548 males and 434 females; in Scotland, in 1891, 615 males and 446 females; in Ireland, in 1891, 778 males and 655
females; in Prussia,in 1880, 1,130 males and, 910 females; in Austria, in 1880, 1,345 males and 1,032 females; in
Hungary, in 1880, 1,374 males and 1,156 females; in Belgium,in 1884, 571 males and 486 females ; in Italy,in 1881,
610 males and 464 females. It will be seen that in every case the ratio of deaf-mutes to population is greater for
the males than for the females. :

Of the total 40,562 deaf-mutes reported on June 1, 1890, 27,192 were children of mothers born in the United
States, 3,833 of mothers born in Germany, 2,229 of mothers born in Ireland, 1,056 of mothers born in En gland and
‘Wales, 925 of mothers born in British America, 665 of mothers born in Seandinavia, 254 of mothers born in
Scotland, 241 of mothers born in Russia and Poland, 146 of mothers born in France, 113 of mothers born in
Bohemia, 105 of mothers born in Hungary, 52 of mothers born in Italy, and 636 of mothers born in other countries
or of unknown birthplace.

In considering the statistics of the deaf and dumb it is very desirable to separate as far as possible those
cases in which the deafness was congenital, and therefore in most cases due to a defective organization of the
auditory apparatus, from those in which the deafness occurred after birth as a result of disease or injury. The
data which we have at our command for this purpose for the United States are not very satisfactory, nevertheless
they give some interesting results, :

Table193 shows for the United States, for each geographical division, and for each state the number of persons
deaf from birth, or congenitally deaf, found in the United Stales on June 1, 1890, with distinction of those under
20 years of age and those 20 years of age and upward, and with the farther distinction of sex, color, and nativity,
and Table 194 gives the same information for those deaf-mutes who were not born deaf, with the farther distinetion
as to age'when the deafness occurred.

Of the 40,562 deaf-mutes reported, 16,866, or 415.81 per 1,000 of the whole, are reported as congenitally deaf ;
15,399, or 379.64 per 1,000, as not congenitally deaf but as having become deaf under 5 years of age; 3,262, or 80.42
per 1,000, as having hecome deaf between 5 and 10 ; 1,319, or 32.52 per 1,000, as having become deaf between 10 and
20, and 338, or 8.82 per 1,000, as having become deaf at 20 years of age and upward, while for 3,358, or 82.79 per
1,000, the age when deafness occurred is nnknown.

It is probable that a considerable proportion of the cases in which the time when deafness oceurred is reported
as unknown were cases of congenital deafness, and cases in which deafmutism is reported to have been the result
‘of deafness occurring after 10 years of age must be considered as doubtfal.

The ratio of congenitally deaf per 1,000 of all deafmutes in the United States, namely, 415.81, is a low one -

a8 compared with that found in other countries. For example, this ratio was, in Scotland, in 1831, 503; in Ireland,
in 1881, 899 3 in I’r‘ufsia, in1880,568; in Bavaria, in 1858, 749; in France, in 1876, 753; in Belgium, in 1835, 788 3 in
Z.Eloll.and‘, in 1\860, 605; in Norway, in 1886, 512; in Italy, in 1871, 842; in Austria, in 1886, for those net in public
institutions, 840, for thosein public ingtitntions, 373; in Saxony, in 1850, 421 ; in Denmark, in 1886, 392, The average
of all these out of 100,326 deafmutes gives a ratio of 739 per 1,000,
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In 1880, out of 22,473 cases of deaf-mutism, 12,155 were reported as being congenitally deaf, giving a ratio of
540.87 per 1,000, The ratio of congenitally deaf to the whole in 1890 was: for males 409.17, for females 424.00, for
white males 393,09, for white females 410.58, for colored males 596,50, and for colored females 591.96 per 1,000,
This indicates that the proportion of congenitally deaf is greater among the colored than it is among the white,
aud that among the colored the proportion of the congenitally deaf is slightly greater among the males than
among the females, while among the whites it is slightly greater among the females than among the males.

For the native whites of native parents the ratio is 403.41 per 1,000 for the males and 423.69 for the females, while
for the foreign born whites it is 397.79 for the males and 397.02 for the females, showing a slightly greater proportion
of congenifally deaf among the native than among the foreign born. It should be noted, however, that the
proportion of those with whom the deafness occurred at an unknown age is greater among the foreign born than
among the native, and as a large proportion of these cases are no doubt congenital, there is no good evidence that
there is any marked difference in the ratios of the congenitally. deaf native and foreign born whites.

Table 195 shows for the United States, for each geographical division, and for each state the population,
number of congenitally deaff, of noncongenitally deaf, and the ratios for the same per 100,000 of population.

It will be seen from this table that for each 100,000 of the population of the United States there were 27
congenital deaf-mutes, and that the ratio was highest in the South Atlantie division, 85,6, In the South Central
division it was 30.9, while it was 24.9 in the North Central division, 24.8 in the North Atlantic division, and 15.8 in
the Western division. The highest ratios in the individual states were found in North Carolina, 43.5; Virginia,
43.0; West Virginia, 40.8; Kentucky, 40.6, and Maine, 40.4. ‘

Cartogram 10 indicates by depth of shading the ratio of the congenital deaf-mutes per 100,000 of the population
in the different states.

The excessive proportion of congenital deaf-mutes in certain states indicated by the above cartogram was not
due to the considerable proportion of colored population which existed in all of these states except Maine, as will
be seen by Table 75, showing for Virginia, West Virginia, North Carolina, South Carolina, Kentucky, Tennessee,
and Maine the number of congenital deafmutes, with distinction of white and colored and with ratios to 100,000
population,

Trom this table it appears that while the ratio of colored congenital deaf-nutes to population was above the
average for the United States (which was 24.8) in Virginia, North Carolina, South Carolina, Ke.nh‘icky, .:md
Mennesses, it was below the average in West Virginia, and had no influence at all upon the ratio in Maine;
moreover, the proportions for the white alone in these states are considerably above the general average for the
swhites for the United States, which was 27.3 per 100,000, ‘ '

It will be zeen from this table that among the whites the proportion of persons under 15 and over 85 years Of
age is greater among the congenital than among the noncongenital deaf-mutes, The greater prepertion under 13
years of age exists also among the colored congenital deaf-mutes, and it is easy to see why this should be the case
for both white and colored, becanse among the noncongenital are counted all those who became deaf and dumb
after 15 years of age. The greater proportion of those 35 years of age and upward among the congenital
deafmutes indicates that these have a lower death rate than the noncongenital. The numbers of colored deaf-mutes
in this age group are so small that the ratios have littls significance. .

This is also iudicated by Table 77 and Diagram 42, showing for each 1,000 deaf-mutes the nmmber in each
decennial age group, with distinction of periods when deafness occurred,

Of those who became deaf under 5 years of age the largest proportion is also found in the age group between
10 and 20 years, being 815.3 per 1,000, and in this group also it is probable that there has been a considerable
number of omisgions of the deaf-mutes who were under 10 years of age.

Of those who became deaf between 5 and 10 years of age the iargest proportion is found in the age group
between 20 and 30 years of age, being 276.1 per 1,000 of the whole of this class, and here again there must be a
considerable number of omissions of deaf-mutes, not only under 10 years of age but between 10 and 20 years of
age, since the number of this last age group should be higher than in the age group between 20 and 30 years.

After the age of 20 the proportion of those living in each decennial age group falls off with a fair degree of
regularity in advancing age, but the curves do not become fully regular until after the age of 45 years. The
diminution with advancing age is more rapid for the noncongenital than it is for the congenital deaf-mutes, as has
been noted above.

Diagrams 43 to 48, inclusive, show for the total white and total colored deaf-mutes, and also for the congenital
white and the congenital colored deaf-mutes the proportion found in each of certain age groups, with distinction
of sex.

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In 1880 there were reported 5,194 deaf'mutes as being under 10 years of age. The survivors of this group
ghould be found in the age group 10 to 20 in the census of 1890, but in thiy age group we actvally find 10,905,
This would indicate either an epormous addition to the deafmutes by immigration or a great deficiency in the
count of deaf-mutes under 10 years of age in 1880, which last is probably the true explanation of the discrepancy.

In the age group from 10 to 20 years of age in 1880 there were 10,357 deaf-mutes, the survivors of whom
ghould be found in the age group 20 to 30 in the census of 1890, which numbers $,469. Leaving out of the
question the additions occurring to_this age group by immigration within the 10 years, this would give an average
annunal death rate of 18.2 for the deaf-mutes from 10 to 20 years of age. Caleulating in a like manner for the
6,471 deaf-mutes between 20 and 30 years of age reported in the census of 1880, their average annual death rate
for the next 10 years would be 15.4; for the age group 30 to 40 it is 2.3; for the ages 40 to 50, 5.4, and from 50
to 60, 10.7.

These death rates are very high for the age groups 10 to 20 and 20 to 30, yet they are probably below mﬂmr
than above the true death rates, The death rates for the age groups 30 to 40 and 40 to 50 are very low, WIIlCh is
probably due, in part at least, to immigration of deaf-mutes,

Table 200 shows for individual schools and institutions for the deaf in the United States the number of
deaf'mutes found in each in 1890, with distinction of sex, color, nativity, and birthplaces of mothers. ’

Table 201 shows the number of deaf and dumb persons found in schools for the deaf in 1890, by certain age
periods, with distinction of sex, color, nativity, and birthplaces of mothers.

The total number of pupils in the schools for the deaf was 6,874, Of these 6,153 were. deaf- -mutes, being
151.69 per 1,000 of the deaf-mutes in the United States. Of the 6, 103 deaf-mutes in the schools, 592 were under
10 years of age, 4,461 were between 10 and 20 years of age, 1,024 between 20 and 50 years of age, 28 were 50 years
of age and upward, and of 48 the age was unknown; 3,470 were males and 2,683 were fomales; 5,910 were whites
and 243 were colored.

It will be seen from this taple that for the congenital deaf-mutes between 5 and 20 years of age a greater
proportion of females than of males were found in schools, but above the age of 20 the proportion of males was
the greatest. This excess of the proportion of females was decidedly greater among the colored than among the
whites, and greater damong the native whites than among the foreign born., For those whose mothers were born
in Treland it was greatest among the males. '

Besides the deaf-mutes, there were reported as being in schools for the deaf 721 deaf persons who were able
to speak intelligibly. Of these the deafness was congenital in 145, oceurred under 5 years of age in 270, between
5 and 10 years of age in 201, between 10 and 20 years of age in 72, between 20 and 50 years of age in 2, and the
period of occurrence was unknown for 31.

Table 204 shows for the deaf and dumb in the United States and in each state and territory on June 1, 1890,
the number in whom the deafness occurred at each of certuin age periods, with distinetion of sex, color, nativity,
and birthplaces of motlLers.

Of the total 40,562 the age when the deafness ocecurred was not reported for 3,358, for 16,866 it was reported
as congenital, for 15,309 it was reported as having occurred under 5 years of age, for 3,262 as having occurred
between & and 10 years of age, for 1,319 as having occurred between 10 and 20 years of age, and for 358 as
having occurred at 20 years of age and upward.

For the great majority of those in whom it is reported that deafuess occurred above 10 years of age it is
probable that either the reports as to dumbness are incorreet or that both deafness and dumbness are the results
of forms of hrain disease, which would remove them from the class ordinarily spoken of as deaf-mutes. Execluding
those for whom the age when deafness occurred was not reported, we find that in each 1,000 of the remainder
the deafness was reported as congenital in 453.34. The ratio was greater in the females, 460.51, than in the
males, 447.49, The deafness occurred after birth or under 5 years of age in 413.91 per 1,000, or in 420.60 for
males and 405.70 for females. The deafness oceurred between 5 and 10 years in 87.68 per 1,000, or in 86,13 for the
males and 89.58 for the females.

The proportion in which the deafness oceurred after birth and under 5 years of age was much greater among
the whites than among the colored, being for the white males 437.42 and for the colored males 222,57, for the
white females 420,51 and for the colored females 218.60 per 1,000,

Table 205 shows for the deaf and dumb found in schools in 1890 the number in whom the deafness oceurred at
each of certain age periods, with distinction of sex, color, nativity, and birthplaces of mothers, corresponding to
the arrangement of Table 203.

Table 84 gives the ratios for Table 204, showing for each 1,000 of the total deaf-mutes in the United States the
pumber in which the defect occurred in each of certain age groups, with distinction of sex,scolor, nativity, and
birthplaces of mothers, and Table 83 gives the ratios for the deaf-mutes found in schools, being the ratios for

Table 205, Tor this last group, although the numbers are comparatively small, it may be presumed that the
inquiry as to age when the deafness occurred had been carefully made and the resnlts accurately recorded.

For the deaf in schools, out of -each 1,000 deaf, 423.89 are reported as congenitally deaf, 496.26 as having
become deaf under 5 years of age, 74.24 as having become deaf between 5 and 10 years of age, and 5.61 as having
become deaf between 10 and 20 years of age.

It will be seen that the proportion of congenitally deaf is reported as smaller in the schools than it is for the
general population.

Returning now to the distinetion by the birthplaces of mothers, and taking the white males only, we find for the
children whose mothers were born in the United States the number of the congenitally deaf per 1,000 of all deaf-
mutes was 435.47; for the children whose mothers were born in England and Wales it was 378.00; for the children
whose mothers were born in Scotland it was 392.59; for the children whose mothers were born in Ireland it was
412,78; {or the children whose mothers wore born in France, 554.05; for the children whose mothers were born in
Germany, 402.78; for the children whose mothers were born in Scandinavia, 443.48; for the children whose mothers
were born in Bohemia, 485.29; for the children whose mothers were born in Hungary, 400.91 ; for the children
whose mothers were born in Italy, 363.64; for the children whose mothers were born in Russia and Poland, 518.80.

The proportion of the congenitally deaf, according to these figures, is greatest among the French, Russians
and Poles, Hungarians, and Bohemians, and lowest among the Italians, English, and Scotch.

This table shows that in 53 per cent, or over onc-half the cases of simple deafness, the defect oceurred
between the ages of 20 and 50 years, the proportion being greater for males (548 per cent) than for females (50.4
per ceut), and for the whites (53.4 per cent) than for the colored (47.2 per cent). ,

The defect oceurred in a greater proportion in females between 10 and 20 years of age (15.3 per cent) than in
males (13.0 per cent), in the colored (17.2 per cent) than in the white {13.8 per cent), and in the native white of
foreign born parents (21.7 per cent) than in native white of native parents (13.8 per cent).

Diagram 49 shows the proportions in which deafness ocearred under 20 and between 20 and 50 years of age,
with distinetion of color and nativity and birthplaces of motlers for certain countries.

Table 208 shows for the deaf and dumb in the United States on June 1, 1890, with distinction of certain age
groups, the number who became deaf at certain periods of age, with distinction of sex.

Of the total 40,562, the present age was unkunown for 486, and the period when the defect occurred was
unknown for 3,358; 16,866 were deaf from birth, 15,309 became deaf under 5 years of age, 3,262 between 5 and 10
years of age, 1,319 between 10 and 20 years of age, and 358 at 20 years of aga and upward. Of the deaf children
under 10 years of age there were 5,406, of whom 2,575, or 508.3 per 1,000, were deaf from birth, and 2,290, or 452.0
per 1,000, had become deaf under 5 years of age. .

Of the 2,905 males under 10 years of age, the age at which deafness occurred was unknown for 194,
Dedncting these, 1,370, or 505.3 per 1,000, were congenitally deaf, and 1,228, or 453.0 per 1,000, had become deaf
under 5 years of age. Of the 2,501 females under 10 years of age, the period when deafness occurred, was
unknown for 146. Deducting these, 1,205, or 511.7 per 1,000, were deaf from birth, and 1,062, or 451.0 per 1,000,
became deaf under 5 years of age. ,

Of the deaf-mutes between 10 and 20 years of age there were 10,905, and of these the period when the defect
occurred was unknown for 642, Deducting these, 4,455, or 434.1 per 1,000, were congenitally deaf, and 4,817, or
469.4 per 1,000, became deaf under 5 years of age. Of the 6,045 male deaf-mutes between 10 and 20 years of age,
the period when deafness occurred was unknown for 355. Deducting these, 2,351, or 418.5 per 1,000, were deaf
from birth, and 2,771, or 487.0 per 1,000, became deaf under 5 years of age. Of the 4,860 female deaf-mutes from
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10 to 20 years of age, the age at which deafness occurred was unknown for 287. Deducting these, 2,074, or 453.5
per 1,000, were deaf from birth, and 2,046, or 447.4 per 1,000, became deaf under § years of age. Of the deaf-mutes
from 20 to 60 years of age there were 20,613, of whom the period when deafness occurred was unknown for 1,650,
Deducting these, 8,372, or 441.5 per 1,000, were congenitally deaf, and 7,374, or 388.9 per 1,000, had become deaf
under 5 years of age, while 2,036, or 107.4 per 1,000, bad become deaf between 5 and 10 years of age.

Of the 1,766 male deaf-mutes 60 years of age and upwaxrd, the period when
deafness oceurred was unknown for 357, Deducting these, 691, or 490.4 per 1,000, were congenitally deaf; 468, or
332.2 per 1,000, became deaf under 5 years of age, and 94, or 66.7 per 1,000, became deaf between 5 and 10 years
of age. Of the 1,336 female deaf-mutes 60 years of age and upward, the period when deafness occurred was
unknown for 275, Deducting these, 554, or 498.6 per 1,000, were congenitally deaf; 326, or 293.4 per 1,000, became
deaf under 5 years of age, and 112, or 100.8 per 1,000, became deaf between 5 and 10 years of age. Of the 9,056
male congenital deaf-mutes whose ages were reported, 1,370, or 151.3 per 1,000, were under 10 years of age; 2,381,
or 262.9 per 1,000, were between 10 and 20 years of age; 4,614, or 509.5 per 1,000, were between 20 and 60 years of
age, and 691, or 76.3 per 1,000, were 60 years of age and upward, OF the 7,591 female congenital deaf-mutes whose
ages were known, 1,208, or 158,7 per 1,000, were under 10 years of age; 2,074, or 273.2 per 1,000, were between 10
and 20 years of age; 3,768, or 495.1 per 1,000, were between 20 and 60 years of age, and 654, or 73.0 per 1,000, were
60 years of age and upward,

Table 209 shows for the deaf and dumb reported as living in tha United States on June 1, 1890, the assigned
causes of deafness, with distinetion of sex, color, and of age periods when deafness occurred. Of the total 40,562
cases of deaf-mutism, 16,866 were congenital, 16,769 were dueto disease, 1,261 to accident, 147 to quinine, and for
5,618 the cause was not stated. '

Excluding the congenital deafmutes, and those for whom the cause was not stated, we find that in each
100,000 of the remainder the cause of the defect was reported as searlet fever for 26,401, or over one-fourth of the
whole number. The ratio due to this canse was greater for the females (20,340) than for the males. (24,076),
and much greater for the whites (males 24,830, females 30,118) than for the colored (males 7,159, females 9,772),
and it was greater where the disability had occurred between 5 and 10 years of age (31,854) than where it occurred
under & years of age (25,812). In 1880 the corresponding figures for the proportion due to searlet fever were:
total, 26,455; males, 24,974; females, 28,330; white males, 25,512; colored males, 13,962; white females, 28,943;
. colored females, 14,054 in 100,000, '

Next to scarlet fever, meningitis and hydrocephalus were the most frequently reported canees for deaf-mutism,
being 18,369 per 100,000 for the total, 19,720 for males, 16,662 for females, 19,786 for white males, 18,245 for colored
males, 16,665 for white females, 16,612 for colored females, 17,731 in whom the disability occurred under 5 years of
age, and 23,2564 for those in whom the disability oceurred between 5 and 10 years of age. In 1880 the corresponding
figures were: total, 28,654; males, 30,387; females, 26,462; white males, 30,765; colored males, 22,641 ; white females,
. 26,484; colored females, 25,946,

Diseases of the thiroat and air passages were reported as the canse of deaf-mutism in 7,449 cases in 100,000,
In 1880 the corresponding figure was 4,674. The number per 100,000 of the cases reported as due to measles
was, in 1890, 5,617; in 1880, 4,398; to malarial and typhoid fever, in 1890, 4,242; in 1880, 5,605; to diphtheria, in
1890, 1,221; in 1880, 687; to mumps, in 1890, 583; in 1880, 501.

Tt will be §een from this table that the proportion of the married among the noncongenital deaf-mutes was
greater than it was among the congenital, being for the white males for the moncongenital 304.4 and for the
congenital 265.3 per 1,000, but in this class the proportion of the widowed was greater among the congenital, being
26.2 as against 22.4 for the noncongenital. Ifor the white females the ratio of the married was among the
noncongenital 304.6 and among the congenital 2583 per 1,000, and of widows, among the noncongenital 63.0 and
among the congenital 60.7 per 1,000. Among the colored the ratio of the married was much lower, being for the
male noncongenital deaf-mutes 198.8 and for the congenital 1454 per 1,000, and for the colored females for the
noncongenital 129.8 and for the congenital 132.6 per 1,000.

Tt will ho seen from these tables that in each 10,000 single white males of the general population between 15
and 45 years of age there were 4.59 congenital deaf-mutes and 6.57 noncongenital deaf-mutes, or 11,16 in all,
while in the same number of those 45 years of age and upward there wers 18.87 congenital deaf-mutes and 14.8%
noncongenital, or 83.69 in all. Of each 10,000 married white males, 15 to 45 years of age, 1.28 were congenital
deaf-mutes and 2.23 noncongenital deaf-mutes, or 3.51 in all, while of each 10,000 married white males 45 years of
age and upward, 1.92 were congenital deaf-mutes and 2.76 were noncongenital deaf-mutes, or 4.67 in all.

Of the 7,473 congenital male deaf-mutes b years of
age and opward, 5,035 could read and write, 104 could read but not write, and 2,315 could neither read nrv
write. Of the 772 colored male congenital deaf-mutes 5 years of age and upward, 196 conld read and write
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conld read and not write, and 561 could neither read nor-write. Of the 426 noncongenital colored deaf-inutes b
years of age and upward, 148 could read and write, 18 could read and not write, and 259 could netther read nor
write,

The proportion of deaf-mutes who could neither read nor write was greater among the congenital than among
the noncongenital, among the colored than among the white, and among the females than among the males.

Out of ecach 1,000 of cach group of known ages, omitiing the number who could rvead and unknown as to
writing, the numbers who could neither read nor write were as follows: white males, congenital 261.5, noncongenital
157.7; white females, congenital 284.8, nonconcemta.l 177.2; eolored males congenital 725.7, 11oueongeniml 607.1;
colored females, congenital 793.3, noncongemtal 652,

The proportion of the 11htu'zxte% is greater among the deat-mutes of advaneed age than it is among Umse who
are younger. For example, in each 1,000 of the white deafmutes 65 years of age and upward the number who
could neither read nor write was, for the male, congenital 359.7, nencongenital 210.3; female, congenital 449.1,
noncongenital 2581 ; while for those from 15 to 25 years of age thc corresponding figures were, male, congenital

It will be seen from the above that the proportion of illiterate is greatést in the higher age groups in both
the congenital and the noncongenital deaf-mutes, which is probably due to the increased facilities for instruction
of the deaf in institutions for the same which have been provided within the lnst -85 years. The excess of
illiteracy among the female deaf-mutes is probably connceted with the fact mentioned above that a greater
proportion of males than of females is found in the schoolg for the deaf.

Table 216 shows for the male deal and dumb 15 years of age and upward in the Uuited States on
June 1, 1890, the number reported as engaged in each of certain oceupations, with distinetion -of white and
colored and of certain age groups, and Table 217 gives the same information for the femnale deaf and dumb in the
United States 156 years.of age.and upward.

Table 220 shows that ouf of 25,471 deaf-mutes reported as to deafmute relatives 15,057, or 591 per 1,000 0of
the total reported, had such relatives.

Separating the congenital from the noncongenital cases we find that of 14,039 congenital denf-mutes reported:
as to relatives 10,108, or 720 per 1,000, had deafmute relatives, while of 11,432 noncongenital deaf-mutes reported
as to relatives 4,949, or 433 per 1,000, had deaf-mute relatives.

The proportion having sucl relatives is, as might be expected, mueh greater among the congenital than among
the noncongenital deafmutes. For the whites the number having deaf-mute relatives per 1,000-of the total
reported as to relatives was for the congenital. cases T43 and for the noneongenital eases 442; among the colored
for the congenital cases 432 and for the noncongenital 254, Tor the total males the nnmbers per 1,000 were 709
for the congenital and 419 for the noncongenital, and among the females 732 for the congenital and 448 for tlie
noncongenital. The proportion: having deat and dumb relatives was therefore decidedly less among the colorved
than among the whites, and somewhat less among the males thau amoug the-females.

THE BLIND,

The total number of persons reported as blind in both eyes on June 1, 1890, was 50,568, including Chinese,
Japanese, and Indians, being 808 per 1,000,000 of the total population. The sorresponding fignres for the eensus
of 1880 were: total number of blind, 48,928; number per 1,000,000 of population, 976, The decrease in the

- proportion of the blind is probably in part a real one, corresponding with the decrease which has ocenrved in
England and Wales and in Scotland, and in part may be due to a less complete enumeration of this class of
population than was made in 1880,

The fignres for the United States censuses previons to 1880 are worthless so far as the calcalation of ratios of
blind to population are concerned. The following are the numbers of blind per 1,000,000 of population reported
in certain foreign countries at the dates noted:

Table 222 shows for the United States, for each geographieal division, and for each state and territory the
number of those blind in both eyes reported on June 1, 1890, with distinction of sex, color, and nativity.

Of the total 50,411, 27,033 were males and 22,428 were femaleb, 7,060 were colored, of whom 3,709 were males
and 3,501 were femwles, "‘) 053 were native whites of native pwrems, and of these 16,3!10 were males and 13,608
were females 4,252 were native whites having one or both parents foreign born, and of these 2,458 were males fmd
1,794 were ﬁ,males 9,146 were foreign born, of whom 5,471 were males and 3,675 were females. .

Table 223 shows for the United States, for each geographical division, aud for each state and territory the
number reported as blind, including Chinese, Japanese, and Indians, at each of the last five censuses, with
corresponding ratios per 1, 000 000 of population, with distinetion of sex, color, and of native and foreign born.

In each 1,000,000 of w}utes in 1890 there were 788 blind; the corresponding ratio for the colored was 945, for
the natives 77 5, and for the foreign born 992 per 1,000,000 of population.

In the South Atlantic division. the ratios were for the whites 847 and for the color ed 958; in the South Central
division, for the whites 896 and for the colored 895 per 1,000,600

The proportion of blind, therefore, is probably a little greater among the colored than if is among the whites.

The relation of the blind, including Chinese, Japanese, and Indians, to population in the different states in
1890, as shown by the above table, is indicated by Cartogram 11.

From the above table and cartogram it will be seen that in 1890 the proportion of the blind was greatest in
Wew Mexico, Vermont, Kentueky, Virginia, Tennessee, Arkansas, and Maine, and that it was lowest in the
‘Western and North Atlantic divisions. The number of the blind reported in 1890 was less than in 1880 in the
North Atlantic and in the South Atlantic divisions and in the following states: Maine, New Hampshire, Vermont,
New York, Delaware, Maryland, North Carolina, South Carolina, Georgia, Indiana, Kentucky, Tennessee, Alabama
Mississippi, New Mexico, and Nevada.

The differences in the ratios in the several states are in part due to differences in the proportion of persons of
advanced age in the population, in part to previous epidemics of eruptive fevers in certain localities, and in part,
perhaps, to heredity in certain families. This last influence is indicated in the geographical distribution of the
congenital blind, to bs referred to hereafter.

Table 117 shows the number of the blind, including Chinese, Japanese, and Indians, reported by the United
States censuses of 1880 and 1890 and by the intermediate state censuses for 3 states, with the corresponding ratios

per 1,000,000 of population.

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It will be seen from this table that for Michigan and Rhode Island the number of blind reported by the
United States censuses both in 1880 and in 1890 was in exeess of that reported by the intermediate state censuses,
but that in Massachusetts the number of blind reported by the state census of 1885 is nearly double that reported
by the United States census of 1890 and more than double that reported by the United States census of 1880.
This would seem to indicate that for Michigan and Rhode Island the United States census was more complete
than the intermediate state census, and that for Massachusetts it was extremely incomplete for this class of
persons, This result, as regards M'mssachuqetts, is very different from that obtained for the insane, the
feeble-minded, and the deaf-mutes, and is due to the fact that in the state census the term «plind” included all
who ‘“can not distinguish forms or colors distinetly”, that is, not only the totally blind but those with defective
vision, while in the United States census only those were reported as ¢“blind” who could not count accurately the
number of fingers of another person held up before them at a distance of 1 foot.

Table 224 shows for each county in each state the number of blind found on June 1, 1890, with distinction of

sex, color, and nativity.

The numbers in each county are generally too small to make the ratios derivable from them of any value.
Table 118 and Cartogram 12 for Alabama, and Table 119 and Cartogram 13 for New York, show the ratio of

blind per 100,000 of population for each county, respectively, for these two states.

+there not only is no tendeney to the aggregation of the blind in the large cities, but that the reverse is the case,
and that the greatest proportion is found in small towns aud rural districts.

Of the 50,411 total blind 4,267, or 85 per 1,000 of the total, were congenitally blind, the corresponding ratios
for certain other countries being as follows: England and Wales, 1881, 85; Scotland, 1891, 128 ; Ireland, 1881, 50;
Bavaria, 1838, 69; Prussia, 1880, 109; Awustria, 1886, 163.

In 1880 the congenital blind were 82 per 1,000 of the total and 129 per 1,000 of those for whom the age at the
time when the defect occurred was reported.

Inthe United Statesin 1800 the average proportion of congenital blind per 1,000,000 of population was 68,
being greatest in New Mexico, 304; North Carolina, 152; Virginia, 144; Alabama, 108; Tennessee, 106, and
Kentucky, 102. It will be found interesting to compare in different states the ratios of the congenital blind with
thosit of the congenital feeble-minded and congenital deaf-mutes, as shown in Table 7 in the first part of this
report.

Tt will be seen from this table that the proportion of blind among the males in the United States is probably
about the average at the present time, while the proportion of blind among the females is decidedly below the
average.

In all countries for which we have successive records for a series of decades with regard to the blind, the
ratio of this class to the total population appears to be diminishing, which is probably due to a general increase
of knowledge as to the necessity for care in treating the ophthalmias of recently born infants and the proper
means of doing this,

It will be seen from the preceding table and diagrams that the proportion of the blind rapidly increases up to
the age of 20, yet between the ages of 20 and 30 there ig either no increase or an actual decrease, butf after the
age of 30 the increase goes on slightly until. the age of 45, after which it is very rapid up to the age of 75. This
diminution in the proportion of the blind between the ages of 25 and 35 exists in the white and in the colored, in
the males and in the females. It is also seen in the statistics of the blind in England and Wales in 1891, where the
numbers per 1,000 of all ages were, under 5, 23.4; 5 to 10, 27.0; 10 to 15, 39.4; 15 to 20, 46.5; 20 to 25, 43.4; 25 to
35, 86.0; 35 to 45, 106.1; 45 to 55, 123.8; 55 to 65, 151.33 65 to 75, 174.3; 75 to 85, 142.2, and 85 and over, 35.5.

1t will be seen from the above table and diagrams that the highest proportion of the congenitally blind in any
age group was found in that from 10 to 15, for the total, for males and females, and for thg white _a,nd.cqlored. It
is evident thut there mnst have been either a great diminuntion in the number of congenitally blind infants born
during the 13 years preceding the date of the census, or that a very large number of the congenitally blind of the
yuuugér ages must have been omitted, It is probable that there were some omissions, but not enough to account
for the comparatively great deficiency in the younger ages, and it therefore seems probable thiat the nuinber of
congenitally blind infants born has been diminishing to a very considerable extent during the past 15 years.

It will be seen on comparing these tables that the proportion of the congenital blind remains about the same
in each of the age groups, except in that of 65 and over, in which it slightly increases, which indicates that the
death rate of the congenital blind is about the same as that of the rest of the population until the age of 65 is
reached, when it becomes somewhat lower than the average. The increase in the proportion of the blind with
advauncing age oceurs entirely among the noncongenital blind, and is due to canses acting in all ages to destroy
yision.

1t will be seen from this table thatof the blind from 5 to 20 years of age a little over 19 percent were in schools
or institutions for the blind, the proportion being a little greater for males than for females and more than twice

In 1880 there were reported as under 10 years of age 2,757 blind, the survivoers of whom shonld be found in
the age group 10 to 20 years of age in the census of 1890, in which age group we actually find 4,287. Thig indicates
that cither a considerable number of persons who were under 10 years of age in'1880 became blind within the next
10 years, or that there was a considerable addition to the blind of this age group by immigration, or that there was
a deficiency in the connt of the blind under 10 years of age in 1880, In the age group from 10 to 20 years of age
in 1880 there were 5,593 blind, the survivors of whom should be found in the age group 20 to 30in the census
of 1_890, which numbers 4,102. TLeaving out of the question the additions oceurring to persons in this age group
by immigration and of persons becoming blind from disease or accidents, this would give an average annual
death rate of 26,7 for the blind between 10 and 20 years of age, which is a very high death rate for persons of this
age, yet is probably rather below than above the trne death rate. :

The corresponding death rate for the deaf-mutes of the same age group was 18.2, and for the feeble-minded of
the same age group 8.6. Caleulated in like manner, the death rate for the 4,837 blind between 20 and 30 years
of age fmmt} in 1330 was 9.8, but this is certainly considerably below the true death rate.

Blindness was reported to have ocemrred under 1 year of age in a greater proportion among females (33.61)
than among males (28.81).

Among males, grouped by bnthphces of mothers, blindness occurred under 1 year of age in each 1,000 Llind
in the following proportions: mothers born in Hunfrary, 76.92; in Russia and Poland, 63.57; in Bohemm, 47.62;
in British America, 43.93; in Seandinavia, 35.03; in the Umted States, 34.35; in Italy, 3L25; in England and
Wales, 29.38; in Germany, 22.62, and in Ireland, 16.00.

Probably the majority of the cases veported as having oceurred under 1 year of age, and some of the cases
reported as congenital, were due to ophthalmia neonatorum, but the proportion of cases due to this canse can nof
be above 6 per cent, which is much lower than that reported by ophthalmologists, or than that devived from data
furnished by schools or institutions for the blind, which contain a large proportion of the blind under 20 years of age.

It will be seen from this table that the ratio of those in whom the blindness oceurred under 5 years of age
was 341.36 per 1,000, and those in whom it occurred from 5 to 10 years of age 208,92 per 1,000, these ratios being
very much greater than those shown in Table 131, which relates to the total blind.

Table 234 shows for the blind in the United States on June 1, 1890, the assigned causes of blindness, with
-distinction of sex, color, and nativity. .

Of the total 50,411 cases of blindness, the cause was not reported for 14,456, and the defect was congenital in
4,267. TFor the remainder, 31,688, 7,134 were reported as due to injury, 4,875 to cataract, 209 to glaucoma, 158 to
sympathetic ophthalmia, 82 to cancer, 5,455 to other diseases of the eye, 1,822 to scrofula, 2,366 to diseases of the
Drain, 1,213 to fevers, 889 to measles, 556 to scarlet fever, 448 to smallpox, and 743 cases were reported as resulting
from military service. '

It will be seen from this table that nearly 20 per cent of the cases of blindness from known causes were due
to injury, and that the proportion due to this cause was much greater among the males, 275.93 per 1,000, than

among the females, 97,21.

The fact of this excessive proportion of cases due to injury among males as comparved with females is the
principal reason why, for the majority of all other assigned causes, the proportion is greater for females than for
males. If all cases due to injury and to military service are omitted from the calculation, Table 134 shows the
number attributed to each cause per 1,000 of all causes for males and females,

Tt will be seen from this table that the proportion of cases of blindness which were congenital or which were
due to diseases of the eye itself, to cataract, to smallpox, to fevers, except scarlet fever, and to measles was greater
among males than among f(,umles, while the proportion of cases due to scrofula, scarlet fever, diseases of the
brain, and glancoma was greater among the females than among the males.

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These tables .show that the proportion of married, widowed, and divorced was much greater among the
noncongenital than among the congenital blind, that among both the congenital and the noncongenital blind a
greater proportion of males than of females were married, and also a greater proportion of males than of females
were widowed.

Between the ages of 15 and 45 years for the whites the ratio of widowed among the males, 0. .)9 in each
10,000, is greater than among the single, 5.10, and among the married, 3.00. The highest ratio of blind males in any
class ig found among the divorced, 10.88. I‘or the white females between 15 and 45 years of age the highest
ratio of the blind is found among the single, 5.78, as against 4.67 for the widowed, 4.51 for the divorced, and
1.64 for the married.

Tor the white males 45 years of age and upward the highest ratio of the blind is found among the widowed,
53.77 in each 10,000, as against 51.96 for the single, 40.19 for the divorced, and 22.04 for the married. Among the
white females 45 years of age and upward the highest ratio of blind is found among the single, 51.11, as against
39.18 for the widowed, 24.74 for the divoreed, and 13.08 for the married. The ratio of the blind at all ages and
for both sexes is less among the married thfm among the single,

Among the colored males from 15 to 45 years of age the highest ratio of the blind to population is found among
the widowed, being 14.90 in each 10,000, as against 11.98 for the divorced, 7.36 for the single, and 4.02 for the married.

For the 001016(1 females between 15 and 45 years of age the hlghest ratio of the Dlind oecurs among the
divorced, 8.03 in each 10,000, as against 6.40 for the single, 5.13 for the widowed, and 1.93 for the married.

Among the colored males 45 years of age and upward the greatest ratio of the blind occurs among the single,
being 76.43 in each 10,000, as against 72,89 for the widowed, 55.93 for the divorced, and 27.36 for the married.

Tt will be seen from this table that the ratio of those both blind and insanc among the males was a little
greater in 1890, 10.65, than in 1880, 9.16; that it was about the same for the females, 12.66, in 1890, than it was in
1880, 12.76, and that it was a little greater for the whites in 1890, 12.32, than in 1880, 11.22, and greater for the
colored in 1880, 8.80, than in 1890, 6.80 per 1, 000.

The proportion of those who were both blind and feeble-minded was greater in 1890 than in 1880. TFor the
remaining groups the figures are so small that the ratios have little significance.

Table 245 shows the number of persons blind in one eye only living in each state and territory and in each
geographical division in the United States on June 1, 1890, with distinction of sex, color, and nativity.

The total number blind in one eye was 93,988, of whom 68,605 were males and 25,383 females, the number of
males being considerably more than twice as great as that of the females. Of the whites thus affected 62,337 were
males and 22,041 were females; 68,617 were native born, males 50,333, females 18,284, and 15,761 were foreign
born, males 12,004, females 3,757, Of the native born, 59,693 were children of native born parents, males 43,828,
females 15,865, and 8,924 had one or both parents foreign born, males 6,505, females 2,419.

Tt will be seen from this statement that the proportion of those blind in one eye was more than twice as greab
among the males as among the females, that it was much greater among the white males than among the colored
males, while it was slightly greater among the colored females than among the white females, that it was greater
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amon s {he natives than among the foreign born, and that it was greater among the natives having native parents
than among those having foreign born parents. - . '

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Table 247 shows for the blind in one eye only found in the United States on June 1, 1890, thoe mumber of cases
attributed to each of certain causes of blindness, with the distinction of sex, color, nativity, and of certain age
periods, and with the further distinction of the eye affected.

This table shows that of the total 93,988, 47,453 were blind in the right eye only and 46,535 in the left eye
only, indicating a slightly greater tendency to blindness in the right eye than in the left eye, the differciice being
due to the number reported as due to unknown causes, which was 8,589 for the right eye and 7,546 for the left eye,
Of the 68,605 cases of blinduness of one eye in males, 34,647 were in the right eye and 33,958 in the left eye. Of the
25,383 cases in females, 12,806 were in the right eye and 12,577 in the left eye. The number of cases of blindness
in the left eye was slightly greater in the native males of foreign parents, right eye 3,225, left eye 3,280, and in the
foreign born males, right eye 5,997, left eye 6,007. In the colored males there were 3,205 cases of blindness in the
right eye and 3,063 in the left eye. There were 41,416 cases due to injury, being 53.2 per centof the total for which
the causes were known. The number of cases due to this cause in the right eye was 20,896, or 53.8 per cent, and
in the left eye 20,520, or 52.6 per cent of the total, due to known causes for each eye, respectively; 6,522 cases, or
8.4 of the cases for whom the causes were reported, were due to cataract, 3,207 of these cases being in the right
eye and 3,315 in the left eye; 3,305 were congenital, 1,578 being in the right eye and 1,727 in the left eye. The
greatest number of cases were reported as occurring between the ages of 20 and 50 years, being 16,906 in the right
eye and 16,781 in the left eye, or 33,687 in all, and of these there were due to injury 8,155 in the right eye and
8,163 in the left eye, and in aadmon to these, in males 1,128 cases in the right eye and 1,097 in the left eye wers
reported as resilting from military service.

Of the cases reported as due to cataract, 128 were reported as having occurred under 1 year of age, 271 between
1and 5 years of age, 286 between b and 10, 613 bebween 10 and 20, 2,175 between 20 and 50, 2,577 at 50 years of
age and over, and 472 at unknown ages. 'One thousand and seven cases were attributed to smallpox, 677 being ©
males and 330 females, 461 in native whites of native parents, 130 in native whites of foreign parents, 324 in foreign
born whites, and 92 in the colored; 6,774 were attributed to diseases of the eye itself, excluding .cataract, glaucoma,
and cancer; of these 3,376 were in the right eye and 3,399 in the left.

It will be seen from this table that blindness in one eye, due to injury, constituted more than half of the cases,
and existed in greater proportion among the colored (males 653.51, females 411.83, for each 1,000) than among the
whites (males 596,11, females 328.45, for each 1,000). These figures also show that the proportion of blindness from
this cause was decidedly greater in males than in females. The ratio of cases of Lliudness due to injury was

" slightly greater for the right eye (537.67) than for the left (526.30). Owing to this large cxcess of cases of injury
in the males the ratios for all other causes are necessarily greater for the females, as was pointed out in the
remarks upon Table 133. Thus it would seem that the ratio of cases of congenital blindness in one eye was much
greater in females than in males, being for the whites, females 64.62, males 34.79, and for the colored, females 52.90,
males 37.84 per 1,000 of all cases for which the cause was reported.

If, however, we omit from the calenlation the cases due to injury and to military service, we shall find that the
ratio of cases of congenital blindness was greater in the males (100.563 per 1,000) than in the females (95.53 per
1,000), as shown by Table 149.

Tt will be seen from this table that the proportion of cases of blindness which were congenital or which were
due to diseases of the eye itself, to cataract, to smallpox, to fevers (except scarlet fever), and to measles, were
greater among males than among females, while the proportion of cases due to scrofula, scarlet fever, diseases of
the brain, and glancoma were greater among the females than among the males.

Smallpox caused a greater ratio of blindness in one eye among the foreign born whites, 2511, than in any
other class, the proportion for native whites whose parents were native born being 9.23 per 1,000.

I'evels of all kinds, scarlet fever, measles, and diseases of the brain caused a greater ploportlon of blindness
in one eye among the native whites than among the foreign born.

The ratio of cases attributed to military service, independent of injuries, was 88.00 for the right eye and 36.14
for the left, 53,19 for white males, 19,74 for colored males, 38.06 for the foreign born, and 41.29 per 1,000 for the
natives whose parents were also natives,
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
