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PREFACE

This report presents statistics from the 1960 Census of Population on State of residence by
State of birth of the native population, classified by age, color, and sex. Legal provision for
this census, which was conducted as of April 1, 1960, was made in the Act of Congress of August 31,
1954 (amended August 1957), which codified Title 13 U.S. Code.

The major portion of the information compiled from the 1960 Census of Population appears in
Volume I, Characteristics of the Population, which contains data for the United States, States and
countles and their urban and rural parts, citles, minor civil divisions, etc. The present report is
part of Volume II, Subject Reports, and is designated as PC(2)~2A. A summary description of all the
final reports of the 1960 Population Census appears on page IV.
