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The datasets in the 2014-2018 5-year American Community Survey (ACS) Special EEO Tabulation provide data for county-based groups that meet a minimum population based on July 1, 2018 population estimates (Vintage 2018) from the U.S. Census Bureau’s Population Estimates Program.  Counties below the minimum population were merged with other counties into County Sets.  Also, County Sets nest within states.
County Sets are of two types:  those with populations of at least 50,000 (County Set 50s) and those with least 100,000 (County Set 100s).  County Set 50s and County Set 100s both account for all territory of the United States and Puerto Rico.
