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(Note: excludes the Utilities, Information, and Finance and Insurance sectors where state-level
revenue data are not published. Source: 2012 Economic Census)

Detailed data on Employment and Annual Payroll are also available.
For the Manufacturing sector, these data are broken out for
production workers and other staff. Data on production worker hours
are also provided.
