The Economic Census provides detailed data on Sales and other
measures of business output for nearly every sector of the U.S.
economy at the national, state, and local area levels by 2-thru 6-digit
NAICS code. Detailed product lines data are also available at the
national and state levels.
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Detailed data on Employment and Annual Payroll are also available.
For the Manufacturing sector, these data are broken out for
production workers and other staff. Data on production worker hours
are also provided.
