Selected Services Total

Advance U.S. selected services total revenue for the first quarter of 2019, adjusted for seasonal variation
but not for price changes, was $3,996.9 billion, anincrease of 0.9 percent (+ 0.4 percent) from the fourth
guarter of 2018 and up 5.6 percent (+ 0.6 percent) from the first quarter of 2018. The third quarter of
2018 to fourth quarter of 2018 percentage change was not revised from the preliminary estimate of 1.2
percent (0.2 percent).

Utilities

Advance U.S. utilities revenue forthe first quarter of 2019, not adjusted for seasonal variation or price
changes, was $155.2 billion, anincrease of 5.5 percent (+ 0.8 percent) from the fourth quarter of 2018 and
up 1.2 percent(+ 0.8 percent) from the first quarter of 2018. The third quarter of 2018 to fourth quarter
of 2018 percentage change was revised from the preliminary estimate of -7.8 percent (+ 2.3 percent) to
-7.6 percent (+ 2.1 percent).

Transportation and warehousing

Advance U.S. transportation and warehousing revenue for the first quarter of 2019, not adjusted for
seasonal variation or price changes, was $236.5 billion, adecrease of 6.6 percent(+ 1.1 percent) from the
fourth quarter of 2018 and up 3.5 percent(+ 1.3 percent) from the first quarter of 2018. The third quarter
of 2018 to fourth quarter of 2018 percentage change was not revised fromthe preliminary estimate of 0.4
percent (+ 0.8 percent)*.
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Information

Advance U.S. information sector revenue for the first quarter of 2019, not adjusted for seasonal variation
or price changes, was $415.5 billion, a decrease of 5.6 percent (+ 0.9 percent) from the fourth quarter of
2018 and up 6.3 percent (£ 0.8 percent) from the first quarter of 2018. The third quarter of 2018 to fourth
qguarter of 2018 percentage change was revised from the preliminary estimate of 7.4 percent

(£ 0.4 percent) to 7.3 percent(+ 0.4 percent).

Finance and insurance

Advance U.S. finance and insurance revenue for the first quarter of 2019, not adjusted for seasonal
variation or price changes, was $1,262.2 billion, anincrease of 1.5 percent (+ 0.8 percent) from the fourth
qguarter of 2018 and up 7.1 percent (+ 1.1 percent) from the first quarter of 2018. The third quarter of
2018 to fourth quarter of 2018 percentage change was revised fromthe preliminary estimate of 2.1
percent (+ 0.9 percent) to 2.0 percent (+ 0.8 percent).

Real estate and rental and leasing

Advance U.S. real estate and rental and leasingrevenue forthe first quarter of 2019, not adjusted for
seasonal variation or price changes, was $169.2 billion, adecrease of 8.3 percent (+ 0.8 percent) from the
fourth quarter of 2018 and up 5.2 percent(* 1.9 percent) from the first quarter of 2018. The third quarter
of 2018 to fourth quarter of 2018 percentage change was not revised fromthe preliminary estimate of 1.1
percent (+ 1.1 percent)*.

Professional, scientific, and technical services

Advance U.S. professional, scientific, and technical services revenue forthe first quarter of 2019, not
adjusted for seasonal variation or price changes, was $487.3 billion, a decrease of 3.4 percent (+ 1.1
percent) from the fourth quarter of 2018 and up 4.2 percent(* 1.7 percent) from the first quarter of 2018.
The third quarter of 2018 to fourth quarter of 2018 percentage change was revised from the preliminary
estimate of 3.6 percent (£ 0.6 percent)to 3.5 percent(+ 0.6 percent).

Administrative and support and waste management and remediation services

Advance U.S. administrative and support and waste managementand remediation servicesrevenue for
the first quarter of 2019, not adjusted for seasonal variation or price changes, was $247.2 billion, a
decrease of 5.2 percent ( 1.7 percent) from the fourth quarter of 2018 and up 5.8 percent (+ 2.1 percent)
from the firstquarter of 2018. The third quarter of 2018 to fourth quarter of 2018 percentage change was
revised from the preliminary estimate of 2.5 percent (£ 1.1 percent) to 2.1 percent (+ 1.3 percent).

Educational services

Advance U.S. educational services revenue for the first quarter of 2019, not adjusted for seasonal variation
or price changes, was $18.2 billion, anincrease of 0.9 percent (+ 1.5 percent)* from the fourth quarter of
2018 and up 7.2 percent (+ 3.2 percent) from the first quarter of 2018. The third quarter of 2018 to fourth
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quarter of 2018 percentage change was revised fromthe preliminary estimate of 0.9 percent (+ 3.4
percent)*to 0.6 percent (+ 3.2 percent)*.

Health care and social assistance

Advance U.S. health care and social assistance revenue for the first quarter of 2019, not adjusted for
seasonal variation or price changes, was $676.4 billion, adecrease of 0.2 percent (£ 0.8 percent)* from the
fourth quarter of 2018 and up 4.5 percent(+ 0.9 percent) from the first quarter of 2018. The third quarter
of 2018 to fourth quarter of 2018 percentage change was revised from the preliminary estimate of 2.5
percent (+ 0.8 percent) to 2.4 percent (0.9 percent).

Arts, entertainment, and recreation

Advance U.S. arts, entertainment, and recreation revenue for the first quarter of 2019, not adjusted for
seasonal variation or price changes, was $67.2 billion, adecrease of 6.4 percent (+ 4.5 percent) from the
fourth quarter of 2018 and up 10.9 percent (+ 6.3 percent) from the first quarter of 2018. The third
guarter of 2018 to fourth quarter of 2018 percentage change was revised from the preliminary estimate of
-3.8 percent (+ 2.8 percent) to -3.9 percent (+ 2.8 percent).

Accommodation

Advance U.S. accommodation revenue for the first quarter of 2019, not adjusted for seasonal variation or
price changes, was $59.6 billion, adecrease of 0.1 percent (+ 1.5 percent)* from the fourth quarter of 2018
and up 3.7 percent (+ 2.5 percent) from the first quarter of 2018. The third quarter of 2018 to fourth
guarter of 2018 percentage change was revised fromthe preliminary estimate of -7.0 percent (+ 1.1
percent) to -6.9 percent (+ 1.1 percent).

Other services (except public administration)

Advance U.S. other services (except publicadministration) revenue forthe first quarter of 2019, not
adjusted for seasonal variation or price changes, was $142.4 billion, a decrease of 3.0 percent (+ 1.3
percent) from the fourth quarter of 2018 and up 8.7 percent(* 3.6 percent) from the first quarter of 2018.
The third quarter of 2018 to fourth quarter of 2018 percentage change was revised fromthe preliminary
estimate of 5.8 percent (+ 2.5 percent)to 5.5 percent (+ 2.5 percent).

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EXPLANATORY NOTES

Survey Description

The U.S. Census Bureau conducts the Quarterly Services Survey to provide national estimates of quarterly
revenue for employerfirmslocatedin the United States and classifiedin selectservice industries. The
current total sample size isapproximately 19,500 employerfirms.

Each quarter, questionnaires are mailed to a probability sample of employerfirms selected fromthe larger
Service Annual Survey sample. The QSS sample includesfirms of all sizesand is updated on a quarterly
basis to account for new services businesses, deaths, and other changes to the survey universe. Data for
nonresponding firms are imputed based on data for similar-sized firms classified in the same kind of
business. The followingtable listsimputation rates of total quarterly revenue forthe industries published
in the QSS:

Quarterly revenue estimates are obtained by summing weighted data (eitherreported orimputed), where
the weightfor a particular unitis the reciprocal of its probability of beingselectedintothe sample. The
estimates are benchmarked using results of the latest SAS.

Description of Seasonal Adjustment
To derive the seasonally adjusted revenue estimates published in this report, we used all available
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quarterly revenue estimates asinput to the Census Bureau’s X-13 ARIMA-SEATS program. With each non-
advance quarterly release, we publish preliminary seasonally adjusted estimates forthe current quarter
and revised seasonally adjusted estimates forthe previousfive quarters. The seasonal adjustment models
used to derive seasonal factors for each kind of business are evaluated annually and will not be revised
until the next benchmarking operation.

Reliability of the Estimates

The estimatesinthis report may differfromthe actual, but unknown, populationvalues. For a particular
estimate, statisticians define this difference as the total error of the estimate. When describingthe
accuracy of survey results, it is convenient to discuss total error as the sum of sampling error and
nonsamplingerror. Nonsamplingerror is the difference between the actual population parameter and the
value that would be derived by surveyingthe entire set of units identified as the survey universe (the
samplingframe). There are many potential contributors to nonsamplingerror — the inclusion of erroneous
unitsin the survey (overcoverage), the exclusion of eligible units from the survey (undercoverage),
nonresponse, misreporting, mistakesin recording and coding responses, misinterpretation of questions,
and other errors of collection, response, coverage, or processing. Though nonsamplingerror isnot
measured directly, the Census Bureau employs quality control procedures throughout the process to
minimize thistype of error. Samplingerroris the average difference betweenthe estimate andthe result
that would be obtained from a complete enumeration of the sampling frame conducted under the same
survey conditions. Thiserror occurs because only a subset of the entire samplingframe is measuredin a
sample survey. Common measures of samplingerror are the samplingvariance, the standard error, and
the coefficient of variation. The samplingvariance is defined as the squared difference, averaged overall
possible samples of the same size and design, betweenthe estimatorand its average value. The standard
error is the square root of the samplingvariance. The CV expresses the standard error as a percentage of
the estimate to which itrefers. For example, an estimate of 200 unitsthat has an estimated standard
error of 10 units has an estimated CV of 5 percent. The samplingvariance, standard error, and CV of an
estimate can be estimated from the selected sample because the sample was selected using probability
sampling. Standard errors and coefficients of variation are givenin Tables A2 and A5 of this report.

The first page of this release gives statements about the change in revenue froma prior period. Each
change estimate is accompanied by a number in parentheses, called the “margin of error.” The margin of
error can be usedto construct a 90-percent confidence interval, whichisinterpreted as follows. If, for
each possible sample, an estimate and its approximate standard error are obtained, thenfor
approximately 90 percent of the possible samples, the interval from 1.895 standard errors below to 1.895
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standard errors above the estimate would include the average of the estimates derived fromall possible
samples. If, for example, a particular change estimateis+1.2 percent and its associated margin of erroris
+1.5 percentage points, then the 90-percent confidence interval for the change estimate is -0.3 percent to
+2.7 percent. Ifthe interval contains 0, then one does not have sufficient evidence to conclude at the 90-
percent confidence level that the actual change is differentfromzero. Each comparison stated in this
report has undergone statistical testingand is significant at the 90-percent confidence level, unless
otherwise noted. Data users should take into account the estimates of samplingerror and the potential
effects of nonsampling error when using the statistics in this publication.
